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MANAGEMENT OF DIGITAL INNOVATIONS
IN TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS

The relevance of the research is driven by the necessity for transportation
systems to adapt to the contemporary challenges of globalization, digitalization,
and sustainable development. The utilization of digital innovations such as IoT,
blockchain, digital twins, and 5G opens new opportunities for enhancing the
efficiency of logistics processes, reducing costs, and improving coordination
among supply chain participants. At the same time, transportation systems
face environmental, economic, and social challenges that require integrated
and strategic solutions.

The management of digital innovations becomes a key tool in ensuring com-
petitiveness, reducing environmental impact, and creating a more sustainable
infrastructure. This topic is relevant due to its importance in economic develop-
ment, improving the quality of transportation services, and integrating innova-
tions into the transportation industry.

In today’s world, the development of high-tech innovations opens vast oppor-
tunities for improving quality of life, advancing artificial intelligence, creating
innovative materials and energy sources, and strengthening the global strategic
position of nations and economies. These technologies introduce new approaches
to business, described by concepts such as ,,Industry 4.0, ,Smart cities”, ,Green
economy’, ,Innovation economy” and ,,Sharing economy”.

New requirements for business management systems are being shaped by dig-
ital innovations in transport systems. Technologies such as artificial intelligence,
the Internet of Things (IoT), big data and blockchain are becoming key tools for
optimizing logistics processes, managing vehicle flows and improving supply
chain efficiency.

Digital innovations enable the creation of smart transport systems that auto-
mate processes, reduce delivery times and lower operating costs. In addition, they
improve the interaction between the various actors in the transport infrastruc-
ture, increasing the transparency and accuracy of operations.
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The management of digital innovation in this area requires the implementa-
tion of strategic approaches to change management, staft training in new technol-
ogies and the integration of digital solutions into existing business models. Thus,

successful transformation of transport systems becomes a key factor for increas-
ing business competitiveness and sustainable development.

Review of scientific sources. An analysis of the literature on the manage-
ment of digital innovations in transport systems shows the growing importance
of introducing modern technologies in the transport industry. A study by T.V.
Gaikova, V.G. Zagoriansky and A.O. Leontovych demonstrates the importance of
digitalisation in supply chain management, in particular through the use of IoT,
automation, and big data, which increases efficiency and reduces costs'.

O. Dmitrieva and K. Stogul focus on the blockchain’s capabilities to ensure
transparency of transport operations, reduce risks and optimise documentary
support’. M.D. Zayachuk and D.V. Zolotunets point out the key role of digital
technologies in increasing the competitiveness of the transport sector, especially
through process automation and the use of innovations’.

L. Kryvoviaziuk analyses the effectiveness of management decisions aimed at
introducing digitalisation in logistics and shows how such decisions affect pro-
ductivity and reduce costs®. In turn, M.O. Skoryk and O.I. Marchenko focus on
the role of ,,Smart Cities and Urban-Tech” in the development of urban transport
infrastructure, which contributes to increased mobility and environmental sus-
tainability®.

Innovative approaches to transportation in multimodal systems are analysed
in the works of V.A. Falovych and co-authors, who emphasise the importance of
integrating digital solutions for convenience and reducing delivery time®.

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According to A. Gohar and G. Nencioni, 5G technologies are critical for the
development of intelligent transport systems, as they provide fast IoT data process-
ing and traffic optimisation’. The concept of digital twins, as shown in the works
of M. Jafari and A. Rudskoy, is another promising area that allows modelling and
optimising transport processes to achieve greater efficiency®. The research of V.Y.
Khaustova and co-authors focus on the innovation and investment attractiveness
of Ukraine’s transport and logistics infrastructure, which emphasises the impor-
tance of digital solutions for integration into global markets’.

Thus, the studies reviewed confirm that digital innovations, such as IoT, block-
chain, 5G and digital twins, play a key role in improving the efficiency of transport
systems, promoting sustainable development, reducing costs and strengthening
the competitive position of enterprises in the global environment. The integration
of digital solutions is an important factor in the transformation of the transport
industry, which meets modern challenges and trends.

The purpose of theresearch is to analyze the roleand impact of management
on the implementation of digital innovations in transport systems and logistics.
Particular attention is paid to the study of key aspects of the integration of
modern technologies, such as IoT, blockchain, digital twins, 5G and 6G, as
well as to the definition of strategic and operational roles of management in

this process.

A previously unresolved research problem in the management of digital
innovations in transport systems is the lack of a comprehensive approach to
their integration that would take into account the specifics of different modes of
transport, global challenges and the capabilities of modern technologies. There
is a lack of effective coordination between participants in transport and logistics
systems, which creates information barriers and reduces the efficiency of innovation.
In addition, the lack of standards and models for assessing the impact of digital
technologies makes it difficult to develop sustainable development strategies. This
problem requires an interdisciplinary approach and new management solutions to
ensure the efficiency and competitiveness of transport systems.

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Discussion and Analysis. The implementation of digital innovations in
transport systems is becoming a key factor in their development and efficiency
in the context of globalisation and digitalisation'’. The main focus is on the use

of technologies such as the Internet of Things (IoT), blockchain, digital twins, 5G
and artificial intelligence, which allow optimising logistics processes, reducing
costs, improving security and ensuring transparency in supply chains''.

The integration of digital solutions allows for the creation of smart transport
systems, including the automation of transport management processes, demand
forecasting, and real-time monitoring of transport infrastructure. The use of IoT
facilitates accurate tracking of cargo and vehicles, while blockchain increases
transparency and data protection, reducing the risk of fraud'?. The use of 5G
provides high data transmission speeds, which is critical for the integration of IoT
equipment and other control systems"’.

Digital twins allow modelling and testing transport processes, increasing the
efficiency of resource use and planning operations'. They become a key tool for
ensuring system flexibility in the event of unforeseen changes or risks. In turn,
the concept of ,Smart cities” integrates transport systems with other elements of
urban infrastructure, ensuring sustainable development and increased mobility™.

However, the introduction of digital innovations faces a number of challenges,
including the high cost of technology, insufficient integration between supply
chain participants, and the need for standardisation and regulation'®. To overcome

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these barriers, it is important to develop comprehensive strategies that combine

technical, organisational and economic aspects, as well as to improve the skills of
personnel to work with new technologies"’.

Thus, digital innovations are not only changing the nature of transport systems
but are also becoming an important tool for ensuring their competitiveness and
sustainable development. Their effective implementation requires coordinated
management, an interdisciplinary approach and the integration of modern
technologies into all stages of transport and logistics processes.

It should be noted that digital innovations in transport systems are
being actively implemented in different countries, demonstrating their
effectiveness and importance for improving the quality of transport services.
For example, in Singapore, intelligent transport systems use artificial
intelligence to optimise traffic, adjust traffic lights in real time, and provide
drivers with information on the best routes. Such solutions help reduce
congestion and improve mobility in urban areas. Companies such as Maersk
are using blockchain technologies in their supply chains to track cargo and
documents. This increases the transparency of operations, reduces the risk
of fraud, and allows for effective coordination of processes between different
participants in the supply chain. In turn, the introduction of digital twins is
becoming a common practice at airports and ports. These technologies allow
creating digital copies of objects that are used to model operations, optimise
resources, and predict potential problems's.

In Germany,autonomous trucks with 5G network supportarebeingsuccessfully
tested for the transport of goods. The use of high-speed communication allows
vehicles to interact with the infrastructure and ensures safe transportation. IoT
sensors are also actively used to monitor the condition of infrastructure, such as
bridges and roads. This allows for timely repairs and avoidance of accidents.

Thus, digital innovations not only increase the efficiency of transport systems,
but also contribute to the safety, environmental friendliness and transparency of
operations, ensuring the sustainable development and competitiveness of the
transport industry.

In the context of globalisation and digitalisation, transport logistics is undergoing
significant transformations due to the introduction of modern digital innovations.

The conclusions drawn from Table 1 demonstrate that digital innovation is
driving the transformation of transportlogistics. The integration of technologies
such as artificial intelligence, the Internet of Things, blockchain, digital twins
and 5G is providing a significant increase in the efficiency, transparency and
flexibility of logistics operations. For example, the use of AI can optimise
planning and inventory management processes, while IoT enables accurate
real-time monitoring of cargo.

Robotisation and the use of autonomous vehicles reduce dependence on
human labour, speed up operations and reduce the risk of errors. Blockchain
helps to improve data security and transparency, which is critical in today’s global
supply chains.

Augmented Reality (AR) and Virtual Reality (VR) are pivotal technologies
in the digital transformation of businesses, particularly within transportation
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systems. AR enhances the real world by overlaying digital elements such as
graphics, text, audio, or video through devices like AR glasses, smartphones,

or tablets. It provides an interactive experience in real-time, merging physical
and digital realms. Examples of AR applications include interactive navigation
systems, optimization of logistics processes such as sorting goods, and assistance
in equipment repair or configuration.

In contrast, VR creates a fully digital environment that isolates users from
the real world, offering total immersion in a simulated or entirely imagined
space. VR is utilized for training personnel, simulating logistics processes,
and testing complex operations in transportation systems. Key features of
VR include complete detachment from the physical world and interactive
engagement with virtual objects, achieved through devices like VR headsets
and controllers.

While AR supplements the real world, VR replacesitentirely. AR is commonly
used for logistics, navigation, and on-site support, whereas VR excels in training,
simulations, and virtual modeling. Together, these technologies significantly
enhance operational efficiency, process optimization, and innovative solutions
in transportation systems.

This timeline below illustrates the progression and milestones of AR and VR
innovations in transportation systems, reflecting their growing influence and
practical applications over the years.

The trend of using augmented and virtual reality (AR/VR) in transport
systems and logistics is extremely relevant in today’s environment, when
globalisation, digitalisation and rapid technological development have a
significant impact on business processes. The growing complexity of supply
chains, the need to ensure transparency of operations, and the demand for rapid
adaptation to market changes require the introduction of the latest technological
solutions. AR/VR offer unique opportunities for automation, optimisation and
an innovative approach to transport process management.

The effectiveness of these technologies is becoming even more important
in the face of ever-increasing demands on the accuracy, speed and security of
logistics operations. In particular, the COVID-19 pandemic has demonstrated
the importance of contactless technologies and the ability to respond quickly to
changes in global supply chains. AR/VR has become a powerful tool for improving
staff training, optimising warehouse operations and increasing productivity
without significant risks.
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Additionally, the development of the smart cities concept and the integration
of transport systems into urban infrastructure are increasing the demand for
technologies that provide effective management of mobility, traffic flows and
demand forecasting. AR/VR technologies allow companies not only to solve
current problems but also to develop long-term development strategies adapted
to the rapidly changing global environment. As a result, these technologies are
an important element of the modern digital transformation of the transport

industry.

The timeline below illustrates the key milestones in the evolution of digital
innovations within transportation systems, showcasing the integration of
advanced technologies such as IoT, blockchain, AR/VR, digital twins, and 5G (fig.
1). These innovations have progressively transformed logistics and transportation
processes, enhancing efficiency, transparency, and sustainability while addressing
the challenges of globalization and digitalization.

The conducted analysis allowed identifying the key milestones in the
development of digital innovations in transportation systems. It was revealed that
the integration of AR and VR technologies began with experimental applications
in 2014, focusing on interactive visualization of logistics processes. By 2015,
the introduction of IoT enabled enhanced monitoring of temperature and
transportation conditions in cold supply chains.

Further, it was discovered that 2016 marked the beginning of VR usage for
warehouse process modeling and staff training. In 2017, the development of
blockchain platforms for document management in transportation systems
was noted as a significant advancement. By 2018, the analysis highlighted the
integration of digital twins for planning and forecasting transport infrastructure
as a transformative step.
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The study identified 2019 as a pivotal year with the application of digital
twins for operational optimization in ports and airports, alongside the growing
implementation of IoT for vehicle and cargo monitoring. It was observed that 2020

witnessed the mass adoption of blockchain technologies for enhancing supply chain
transparency, as well as the widespread use of AR/VR for personnel training.

The findings show that 2021 brought advancements such as 5G-enabled
autonomous truck testing in Germany and the deployment of robots to automate
warehouse operations. In 2022, the introduction of quantum computing for
route optimization and inventory management was noted, along with the
implementation of blockchain-based digital cargo passports.

Moreover, 2023 was marked by the adoption of 6G technologies to support
next-generation IoT devices and the extensive application of digital twins for
climate risk analysis. Finally, the analysis confirmed that 2024 saw the integration
of robots into multimodal transport systems and the implementation of eco-
monitoring systems for tracking the carbon footprint in logistics.

This comprehensive analysis has provided valuable insights into the
progression of digital technologies and their transformative impact on modern
transportation systems.

It is worth noting that the modern world is on the threshold of a new era
of digital technologies, which will have a significant impact on the development
of transport systems. With the growth of urbanisation, globalisation and the
increasing demand for fast and eflicient logistics solutions, transport systems
need to innovate to adapt to new challenges. One of the key factors in this process
is the evolution of wireless technologies, in particular the development of sixth
generation (6G) networks.

Studies have shown that 6G is not just the next stage of mobile technology
development, but a revolutionary approach to the interaction of devices, people
and systems'’. 6G will provide data transmission speeds hundreds of times faster
than 5G, ultra-low signal latency, high energy efficiency and full integration
with artificial intelligence. Such capabilities will open up new horizons for the
use of the Internet of Things (IoT), automated vehicles, smart infrastructure
and digital twins.

In the transport industry, 6G will be the basis for innovative solutions such
as autonomous trucks, delivery drones, smart road networks and automated

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ports. The ability to integrate large volumes of data from various sources in real

time will create opportunities to significantly improve the safety, efficiency and
transparency of transport operations. In addition, 6G will help to reduce the
carbon footprint of transport by optimising routes and increasing the energy
efficiency of systems.

Recently, a number of companies have been actively implementing 6G
technologies, which facilitates the development of transport systems and the
integration of modern digital innovations. Figure 2 shows examples of successful
cases. For example, corporations such as Huawei and Samsung are investing in
the development of 6G to provide high-speed data transmission in transport
logistics. In Germany, Volkswagen is testing autonomous trucks integrated
with 6G for efficient communication between vehicles and infrastructure.
Amazon is using 6G-based technologies to optimise the performance of its
autonomous delivery drones. In China, logistics company Cainiao is using 6G
to track cargo in real time, which significantly increases the efficiency of supply
chain management.

These examples demonstrate the significant potential of 6G in transport
systems, especially in automation, increased data transfer speeds and IoT
integration for efficient operations management. It is worth noting that the
introduction of 6G technologies in logistics opens up new horizons for automation,
process optimisation and integration of modern solutions such as the Internet of
Things (IoT), blockchain and artificial intelligence. These technologies promise
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significant benefits, including increased efliciency, reduced costs and improved

customer service.

Scientific research shows that 6G technologies provide ultra-high
data transfer speeds, ultra-low latency and the ability to support massive
connectivity of IoT devices. In particular, 6G allows for the full integration
of IoT into logistics processes, providing continuous real-time monitoring
of vehicles, cargo, and warehouse facilities (D.C. Nguyen, et al., 2021)*.
This helps reduce the risk of loss or damage to goods and ensures accurate
inventory management.

Research by S.A.A. Hakeem, H.H. Hussein and H. Kim (2022) show
that autonomous vehicles and delivery drones are another key area for 6G
implementation in logistics*. Thanks to its low latency and stable connectivity, 6G
allows autonomous trucks and drones to seamlessly interact with infrastructure,
increasing the speed and safety of deliveries. Volkswagen and Amazon, for
example, are actively testing autonomous vehicles integrated with 6G for long-
distance transport and order delivery.

The use of 6G also opens up opportunities to improve transparency in
supply chains through integration with blockchain technologies. As noted by
K.M.B. Hasan, M. Sajid, M. A. Lapina, M. Shahid and K. Kotecha (2024) note
in their publication that such solutions allow for the creation of digital cargo
passports and real-time tracking, which significantly increases trust between
supply chain participants®.

Additionally, the introduction of 6G in smart warehouses allows for
automated order processing, optimised inventory management, and reduced
manual labour requirements. Authors D.C. Nguyen, M. Ding, P.N. Pathirana,
A. Seneviratne, J. Li, D. Niyato, H.V. Poor (2021) note that DHL uses 6G to
integrate IoT devices that automate warehousing processes and provide
continuous monitoring of inventory*.

Despite the significant potential, the introduction of 6G in logistics faces
challenges such as high infrastructure costs, the need for standardisation and
training. However, the benefits that 6G brings to the logistics industry, including

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increased efficiency, transparency and environmental friendliness, make it a key
enabler for global competitiveness.

Companies implementing 6G technologies in logistics face a number
of challenges that slow down the integration of new solutions and require
additional resources to overcome. One of the main problems is the high cost of
infrastructure, including the construction of new base stations, the purchase
of modern equipment and the modernisation of existing systems. For small
and medium-sized companies, this can be a serious financial obstacle. Another
significant problem is the lack of qualified personnel capable of working with
advanced technologies. The demand for specialists in telecommunications,
logistics, and digital innovation far exceeds the supply, making it difficult to
implement projects.

In addition, the lack of clear standards and regulations for 6G technologies
creates difficulties in developing common protocols for interoperability
between systems and devices, as well as in cooperation between companies
within supply chains. The integration of 6G with existing technologies such as
IoT, blockchain or AR/VR is also technically challenging, requiring significant
time and resources. At the same time, companies are facing cybersecurity
challenges, as the increase in data transmitted and the widespread use of IoT
devices increase the risk of cyberattacks and require comprehensive solutions
to protect data privacy.

Implementation of 6G is a long-term process that requires testing, scaling
of technologies and adaptation of companies to new working conditions. This
can cause delays in implementation, which affects business competitiveness.
In addition, in the early stages of integration, it is difficult to measure the
profitability of new technologies and assess their real impact on business
processes, which can deter management from further investment. Overcoming
these challenges requires cross-industry cooperation, the development of
international standards and development strategies, and the creation of training
programmes. Successfully addressing these issues will provide companies with
a significant competitive advantage by increasing the efficiency and innovation
of their logistics processes.

6G technologies, which are currently under active development, promise
to significantly change the way we manage logistics. With its high data transfer
speeds, reduced delays and improved connectivity, 6G has the potential to
revolutionise logistics processes. At the same time, the implementation of
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this technology is accompanied by numerous challenges that require detailed
analysis and a strategic approach. Table 2 shows the main advantages and
disadvantages of implementing 6G technologies in logistics, which allows us
to assess their impact on the efficiency and sustainability of transport systems.

Combining 6G
with existing technologies such as AR/VR,
blockchain, or IoT can cause technical and
organizational difficulties.

The presented results of the research on the implementation of 6G techno-
logies in logistics show that this technology has significant potential for
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transforming the industry. The key benefits include improved data transfer speeds,
enhanced process automation and IoT integration capabilities, and improved

monitoring and forecasting accuracy. They help to reduce costs, increase efficiency
and make logistics operations more environmentally friendly.

However, disadvantages such as high implementation costs, the need to
modernise infrastructure and possible cyber risks pose serious challenges for
companies. The issue of adapting existing business models and training staft in
new technologies is particularly acute.

In general, the introduction of 6G technologies in logistics requires a
comprehensive approach that includes strategic planning, infrastructure
investment, cooperation between all supply chain stakeholders and effective risk
management. Despite the challenges, these technologies open up new prospects
for creating sustainable, innovative and competitive transport systems.

The issue of 6G technologies implementation in logistics deserves special
attention among scientists and practitioners, as it is one of the most pressing at
the current stage of development of science and technology. This issue is quite
timely, as globalisation, digitalisation and growing demands on the efficiency of
business processes are forcing companies to look for new technological solutions.
It is well known that the development of transport systems largely depends on
the introduction of innovative solutions, such as 6G, which provide high-speed
communication, IoT integration and process automation.

According to leading researchers in the field, the problem of 6G integration
is not only relevant, but also underdeveloped. The existing views on this issue
can be classified as optimistic, emphasising the enormous potential of 6G for
logistics, and cautious, focusing on challenges and risks. According to D.C.
Nguyen et al. (2021), the development of 6G technologies should change the
structure of transport systems, contributing to their transparency, efficiency and
sustainability*. According to S.A.A. Hakeem et al. (2022), the introduction of 6G
will be a key factor in the transformation of supply chains, increasing the level of
automation and security®.

Numerous scholars have studied this problem at different times and put
forward hypotheses about its prospects. The trend of studying the impact of
6G on transport logistics was initiated by researchers who drew attention to

the importance of integrating this technology with blockchain and IoT (K.M.B.
Hasan et al., 2024).

However, the issue of implementing
these technologies is not only relevant but also controversial, as it requires significant
investments, infrastructure adaptation and overcoming regulatory barriers. This
challenges management to develop new approaches to strategic planning, change
management, and evaluating the effectiveness of implemented solutions.

Thus, the study of the role of 6G in logistics is important not only for the
scientific community but also for practical implementation, which makes this
issue a key one in the modern development of transport systems.

Effective management of digital innovation in transport systems and logistics is a
key factor in the successful integration of modern technologies. Management plays an
important role in aligning innovation strategies with the organisation’s goals, facilita-
ting adaptation to innovations, and addressing the challenges associated with techno-
logy adoption. In Figure 3 shows the main aspects in which management influences
the implementation and optimisation of digital innovations in transport and logistics.

The information presented here demonstrates that the effective implemen-
tation of innovations depends on the strategic involvement of management at all
stages of the process. Management plays a key role in defining the direction of
digital transformation, planning and integrating technologies to ensure that they
meet the company’s goals.

Moreover, managers play a pivotal role in mitigating risks by analyzing potential
challenges and developing adaptive strategies. Through enhancing staff qualifications
and fostering an innovative culture, management ensures the resilience of the company
in the face of rapid changes within transportation systems and logistics.

Equally important is the role of management in ensuring transparency,
improving operational efficiency, and optimizing supply chains by integrating
technologies such as IoT, blockchain, digital twins, and 5G.

Thus, the management of digital innovations requires a comprehensive
approach that encompasses both strategic decision-making and operational
management, enabling companies to enhance their competitiveness and achieve
sustainable growth in the modern globalized environment.

Conclusions. Thus, the conducted research confirms that management plays
a key role in the implementation of digital innovations in transportation systems
and logistics, ensuring strategic planning, technology integration, and adaptation
to modern challenges.

The analysis addressed the set objectives and confirmed the key principles
regarding the importance of management in creating a sustainable, efficient, and
competitive transportation infrastructure.
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Organizations are faced with the need to plan and make creative management
decisions every day. Particular attention should be paid to those decisions that are
formed in the process of creative management, since they significantly affect the
effectiveness of management in the organization.

To make optimal creative management decisions, it is important to understand
the process of their development, distinguish management decisions from related
categories, carefully plan their adoption, determine the subjects responsible
for adoption, and evaluate the advantages of different approaches - individual,
collegial or collective decision-making.

An effective manager must take into account both external and internal
factors affecting the decision-making process. Knowledge and compliance with
the requirements for high-quality creative management solutions is an important
component of successful management activities.

The experience of organizations in making creative management decisions
confirms that in the conditions of rapid changes in the operating environ-
ment of enterprises, the importance of activity planning is constantly
increasing'.

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The appearance of any entrepreneurial idea is accompanied by a number of
key questions: who is a potential consumer, what are the features of the product
market, what financial resources are needed for the implementation of produc-

tion, will this activity be economically justified, etc.

Depending on the obligation of tasks, planning is divided into: prescriptive
planning - adoption of mandatory decisions; indicative planning - creation of
plans of a recommendatory nature; depending on the term of the planning period,
the following are distinguished:

Long-term planning (5-50 years), which determines the long-term strategy
of the enterprise’.

Medium-term planning (1-5 years), including five-year plans detailing the
first year to the level of the current plan.

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Current planning (up to 1 year) covering half-yearly, quarterly, monthly,
weekly or daily planning. Its main element is a business plan, which consists of a
descriptive part, market and competition analysis, marketing plan, financial plan

and risk analysis.

Depending on the type of planning, the process of making creative manage-
ment decisions can be divided into three main types: strategic, current (opera-
tional-calendar) and consolidated®.

Strategic planning involves a long-term approach aimed at achieving the main
goal, for example, market leadership, through the fulfillment of intermediate
goals, such as reducing the cost of products or improving the quality of customer
service. Resources for the implementation of the strategic plan can be attracted
externally (for example, bank loans) or redistributed within the organization (for
example, through cost optimization).

Operational-calendar planning is based on the uniform execution of tasks in
accordance with established deadlines and schedules.

Aggregate planning covers the development of plans within certain groups or
categories depending on the object of planning.

According to the subject of approval, creative management decisions are
divided into individual, collegial and collective.

One-person decisions are made by the manager on his own, usually in situa-
tions that require a quick response or concern personnel issues. The main advan-
tage of such decisions is efficiency and personal responsibility of the manager.
However, their drawback is the dependence on the experience and logic of one
person, which can lead to impulsiveness.

Collegial decisions are made by a group of managers in the process of solving
issues related to the operation and development of the enterprise. The advantage of
this approach is the involvement of diverse experience of members of the board, but
the disadvantage is the dilution of personal responsibility for the adopted decision.

Collective decisions are made during general meetings of employees by vot-
ing, where the opinion of the majority is taken into account. The main advantage
of this approach is the involvement of employees in the decision-making process,
which helps to take into account their points of view. However, the disadvantage
is the possibility of radically different views among employees, which makes it
difficult to reach a consensus.

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An organizational and management decision is a choice that a manager makes
to fulfill his job duties, using appropriate management tools and methods.
Organizational decisions are divided into two main types:

Programmed decisions - involve choosing a sequence of actions that meet
the set goals and previously set algorithms. The effectiveness of such solu-
tions depends on their relevance at the time of implementation, because their
quality may decrease as conditions change. Non-programmed solutions are
focused on solving non-standard situations that require a creative approach
and individual development.

The classification of creative management solutions is necessary to determine
universal and specific approaches to their development, implementation and eva-
luation. Management decisions are classified according to various criteria (Table 1).

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This allows to increase the quality and efficiency of management, ensuring its
consistency and adaptability.
Strategic actions determine the general directions of the enterprise’s development,

while tactical actions outline specific measures for their implementation. For example,
the decision to enter the foreign market is strategic, and the implementation of
individual measures to increase labor productivity is tactical. Operational solutions,
in turn, are aimed at solving tasks that are relevant at a specific moment in time.

Strategic decisions are usually made at the highest level of management, while
tactical and operational decisions are made at lower levels.

In situations that require an innovative approach, non-standard, creative
solutions, which are called non-programmed, are needed. They arise in response
to sudden or changed circumstances®.

In practice, programmed and non-programmed solutions are rarely pure.
Their share in the company’s activity largely depends on the level of personnel
training and work organization. In companies with an insufficiently developed
personnel base, problems related to making such decisions often occur.

The form of creative management solutions depends on the conditions of
their development and implementation.

According to legal characteristics, management decisions are divided into:

Normative — decisions that have a general nature and regulate the activities of
the organization in general. Individual - solutions aimed at solving specific issues
or problems. Mixed — combine elements of normative and individual solutions.

Normative administrative decisions are acts containing legal norms, designed
for a certain period and repeated application in recurring situations®.

The main forms of implementation of regulatory decisions are:

A law is a decision of a higher state authority, binding and inviolable.

A decree is a decision made by the head of state.

Resolutions are administrative acts adopted at the central or higher level of
executive power.

Rules - establish norms of behavior for certain groups of employees, taking
into account the traditions of the organization.

Instructions are acts that regulate the procedure for performing certain
actions or works.

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Individual creative management decisions are addressed to specific partici-

pants in legal relations. The main forms of implementation:

Manager’s order - obliges subordinates to implement decisions that are within
the manager’s competence.

The contract - records the agreement on the performance of joint work, indi-
cating the rights and obligations of the parties.

Instruction - specific instructions for performing tasks.

Mixed management decisions combine legal norms and specific decisions. They
are used, for example, in government regulations, which simultaneously establish
mandatory rules of conduct and determine administrative sanctions for violators.

General management decisions are aimed at solving the same problems affect-
ing several divisions of the enterprise. Special solutions cover narrow problems
related to the activities of only one division or group of employees.

Global solutions cover the entire management system, requiring a
comprehensive analysis of its activity as a complete system. Private solutions
relate to certain aspects of the facility’s operations, usually without requiring
a deep analysis of the operation of the entire enterprise. Local solutions are
focused on specific elements of the system and have a narrower focus compared
to private ones.

Key characteristics of a creative solution

Originality - a creative solution differs from standard approaches and offers
an innovative way to solve a problem.

Efficiency - in addition to originality, the solution guarantees the achieve-
ment of the goal or elimination of the problem as effectively as possible.

Adaptability - the solution is able to change according to conditions or
requirements to ensure an optimal result.

Ease of implementation — even a unique solution should be clear and easy to
use, which ensures its practicality.

Positive effect - the implementation of the decision contributes to the achieve-
ment of beneficial results for all interested parties.

Types of creative solutions

Innovative solutions - offer radically new approaches that change existing
rules or create new opportunities (for example, the development of a revolution-
ary technology).

Advanced solutions - based on improving existing methods to achieve higher
results (for example, optimizing an existing process).
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Lateral solutions - involve a non-standard way of looking at a problem by
combining different ideas or concepts (for example, using approaches from dif-
ferent fields)’.

Experimental solutions - offer innovative or risky strategies that require

testing to confirm their effectiveness (for example, the use of the latest
research methods).

Adaptive solutions - are based on the application of existing approaches in
new conditions or to solve other problems (for example, using proven strategies
in a new market)?.

Advantages of creative solutions. Increasing competitiveness — out-of-the-box
solutions help companies, teams or individuals stand out by offering innovative
products or services.

Optimization of resources — creative approaches allow rational use of
resources, reducing costs and increasing efficiency.

Satisfying user needs — innovative solutions take into account the interests
of end users, providing them at a qualitatively new level.

Flexibility and adaptation - thanks to creative thinking, organizations
and individuals are able to quickly respond to changes and adapt to new
conditions.

Creation of new opportunities — creative approaches open perspectives
for innovative development, improvement of processes and expansion of
activities.

To ensure high-quality and effective management decision-making, it is
necessary to adhere to the basic principles that form the basis of the process
(Fig. 1).

At the implementation stage, measures are taken to clarify the decision
and transfer it to the executors. At the same time, implementation control
and evaluation of the results of the implemented decision is carried out.

The structure of the decision-making process depends on the specific situa-
tion or problem. The process of making a creative management decision can be
considered through several stages.

During the analysis of the situation, the need to make an effective
management decision arises when external or internal factors lead to a
deviation from the normal functioning of the system. An important stage is

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the analysis of the situation, which includes the collection and processing of
information about the environment, both internal and external. Managers
and specialists compare actual parameters with planned parameters, which
helps to identify problems that need to be solved.

The process of making effective and high-quality management decisions is a
cyclical process that includes the stages of situation analysis, generation of alter-
natives, decision making and its implementation.

Management considers the adoption of a management decision as a three-
stage process: preparation, adoption and implementation of the decision.

At the stage of preparation, an economic analysis of the situation at the macro
and micro levels is carried out, which includes the search, collection and pro-
cessing of economic information, as well as the formulation of the problem to be
solved, is presented in Figure 2.

At the adoption stage, the development and evaluation of alternative solutions
is carried out based on multivariate calculations, the criteria for choosing the
optimal solution and the best option are selected.

A formalized presentation of the stages of the management decision-
making process, management tasks and procedure criteria is presented in
Figure 3:

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When implementing measures aimed at evaluating the control of the

management decision-making process, three main stages corresponding to the
classic control scheme are distinguished: preparatory, main (research) and final.

Creative methods of decision-making. If you apply a creative approach
to solving management problems, it will allow you to avoid an authoritarian
style of management, interest the participants in the process and ensure a
really effective result. How to achieve this? Informal (heuristic) methods
are an excellent way to find and choose solutions, focusing on alternatives
and taking into account the personal experience, knowledge and intuition of
team members.

The method of free association. This method significantly increases
the effectiveness of collective work. With the help of associations, original
connections between the elements of the problem and the experience of the
participants are established. Even one proposed word or concept can become
the basis for creating new associative connections and finding non-standard
solutions.

Tips for the manager: try to reformulate the task (problem) several times and
look at it from different points of view, offer words or concepts that can cause
associations and be the impetus for unexpected ideas, encourage participants
to express themselves, stimulating the emergence of associations and ideas, as
directly, and indirectly, record any ideas that arise from colleagues (students,
parents), systematize and classify all ideas, and then choose the best.

The method of synectics Synectics is a complex method of stimulating
creative activity, which combines the principles of brainstorming, the
method of analogies and associations. In this method, it is important not
to immediately reveal the essence of the problem, so that participants can
abstract from stereotypes and think more creatively. The success of this
method depends on the manager’s ability to use tact, ingenuity and stimulate
the creativity of colleagues’.

How to conduct: formulate the problem in a general, figurative form; start
the discussion not with a specific problem, but with an analysis of the general
characteristics of the situation; encourage the group to reformulate the problem
several times. Use questions like «So what?» «How do you imagine it?» «What’s
new here?» «And if we do the opposite?»; encourage participants to look at the

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problem from different points of view (external and internal, scientific and life),
using personal experience and knowledge; during the discussion, use analogies,
metaphors, inversion, game elements and reasoning out loud; do not immediately

stop at one idea, even if it seems very original and successful; it is better to evaluate
each idea step by step.

Reverse brainstorming method. This technique focuses not on creating new
ideas, but on criticizing existing ones. It is based on the principles of cooperation
in the process of finding solutions, trust in the creative abilities of each participant
and the optimal combination of intuition and logic. Initially, it is advisable to
divide the participants into two groups: one for generating ideas, the other for
providing critical comments.

Rules for participants: participants must concisely and constructively
criticize, discuss and evaluate each idea according to established criteria (for
example, compliance with initial requirements, realistic implementation,
application in other areas of the educational process); each participant can
speak several times, but it is better to take turns, the duration of the speech
is 15-20 minutes; all ideas should be systematized, classified according to
general characteristics, their credibility assessed and possible obstacles to
implementation determined; at the end, ideas that have passed criticism
from all sides are selected.

Method of key questions. This method is useful for gathering additional
information or organizing existing information. The questions asked serve as an
incentive for developing a strategy and tactics for solving the task, they develop
intuition, form thinking algorithms and encourage the search for correct answers.

To collect information, use questions: «Who?», «What?», «Why?», «Where?»,
«What?», «<How?», « When?». This allows you to look at the problem in a new way
and divide it into simple components.

The collective notebook method. This method combines several stages:
independent presentation of ideas by each participant, collective evaluation
and preparation of a decision. The method is implemented as follows: each
participant receives a notebook in which he writes down the essence of the
problem in general terms, as well as additional data; each participant keeps notes
of ideas for a month, recording even those ideas that are not directly related to
the main problem, but can be useful; after completion, the participants hand
over the notebooks to the group leader, who organizes the materials. Then the
group discusses the results and chooses the optimal solution.
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An effective management solution contributes to the establishment of fruitful

interaction among all participants of the educational process and improves the
quality of work at all levels.

One of the most famous studies in this area was conducted by Meridith
Belbin. He identified nine team roles that play an important role in the
process of implementing managerial decisions. If each participant is given
an appropriate role, the effectiveness of management decisions increases
significantly.

The performer is disciplined, reliable, conservative, efficient. Able to turn
ideas into practical actions.

The coordinator is a mature, confident, organizer. Clearly articulates goals,
promotes solutions, and delegates authority.

The organizer is energetic, dynamic, influential. His determination and energy
allow him to overcome difficulties, he does not accept defeat.

The generator is inventive, with a lot of imagination, capable of solving non-
standard tasks.

The seeker is an extrovert, an enthusiast, a sociable person. Explores
opportunities, creates contacts.

A mathematician is prudent, perceptive, has strategic thinking. Analyzes
alternatives and carefully evaluates options.

Team player - soft, sensitive, diplomatic. Listens to others, resolves conflicts
and maintains harmony in the team.

A finisher is diligent, attentive to details, monitors the completion of tasks and
adherence to deadlines.

A specialist is self-sufficient, a professional in a narrow field of knowledge.

However, the distribution of functions among employees does not
solve all the problems that managers face when implementing manage-
ment decisions. This does not rule out the possibility of the «spotter effect»,
when some team members receive all the benefits of working in a team
(new knowledge, skills), but their contribution to the overall result is
insufficient and does not correspond to the average level of the team. It can
also lead to the dominance of individual participants and the formation of
«unanimous» thinking, which prevents an objective assessment of alternative
options.

Stages of implementation of management decisions. The effective
implementation of a management decision requires a detailed plan, which
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includes a clear definition of the content of works, their sequence, required
resources and time, requirements for the quality of execution, as well as
results, both general and intermediate. Practice shows that the stage of

implementation is often the weakest link in the process of making managerial
decisions, as insufficient attention is paid to the organizational support of
this process.

The implementation of the decision includes the organization of its
implementation, analysis and control of the process, as well as providing
feedback.

Implementation of the decision usually consists of several stages:
distribution of responsibilities and powers among the participants
implementing the decision. In addition, an important aspect is the mechanism
of obtaining information about the progress of execution and, if necessary,
adjusting this process.

The main stages of implementation of management decisions are: deci-
sion-making, development of an action plan, control over the implementation
of the plan, as well as analysis and evaluation of results.

Decision-making is an optimal combination of experience, knowledge,
creativity, as well as the use of methods of open discussion, exchange of information
and search for compromises.

Development of an action plan - creation of a clear sequence of actions,
determination of deadlines, resources that will be involved, and responsible
persons.

Control of plan implementation - monitoring of the implementation of
planned activities, application of automated control tools and adjustment of
plans in accordance with detected deviations'.

Analysis and evaluation of results — determination of strengths and weak-
nesses in the decision-making process, recording of experience for solving
similar situations in the future.

The function of motivation and stimulation in the process of imple-
menting managerial decisions. When forming motivation, it is important
to take into account that each participant in the implementation of mana-
gement decisions has a certain type of motivation, one of which can be
classified as:

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— participants who are focused on the content and social significance of
the work;

— participants who are mainly focused on remuneration and other material
benefits;

— participants for whom the importance of different values is in balance.

The management of the organization uses both material and non-
material incentives. The material ones include remuneration, participation
in profits and capital, and the intangible ones are the organization of work
in groups, social communications, management methods, regulation of
working hours.

Stimulating employees is carried out using various methods. Research
shows that income and financial incentives remain the main drivers of emp-
loyee engagement.

Among the non-material methods of motivation, we can highlight respect,
flexible work schedule, the opportunity to show initiative, team cooperation, as
well as trust from management.

Therefore, staff stimulation is a set of measures that provide employees
with proper working conditions and satisfaction of their interests. If the
employee’s behavior meets or exceeds the established standards, the manager
should respond positively, reinforcing it with a reward. The most common
reward tool is salary. Other possible forms of reward include: praise;
promotion; special rewards (bonuses, benefits); provision of interesting work
tasks; status symbols, etc'’.

The current stage of managerial decision-making is characterized by
the deterioration of the financial and economic situation, which leads to a
significant decline in production, deterioration of investment and innovation
activities.

If motivational mechanisms do not work, the manager can apply disciplinary
measures, which include: verbal warning, written warning, temporary suspen-
sion or dismissal.

So, taking into account that the internal environment of the enterprise
must consist of a certain number of interconnected elements (components),
the implementation of which requires a consistent process, this category
can be considered based on the system and process approaches to the

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development of regulatory and legal support of the internal environment of
the enterprise regarding the adoption of creative administrative decisions
(see Figure 4).

The systematic approach to making creative management decisions is
one of the main directions of the methodology of scientific knowledge, the
purpose and task of which is to study certain objects as complex systems.
Accordingly, a system is a collection of interconnected elements. In addition,
each element of a complete system can be considered as a separate, relatively
independent system.

Therefore, the internal environment of the enterprise for making creative
management decisions is equated to a systemic approach, on the one hand, and
is a constituent element of the system to which it is subordinated, and on the
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other, a relatively independent complex system, which is a set of certain economic
elements and relationships between them at the level of structural subdivisions

using new methods and models of their solution.

In turn, structural elements under certain conditions can also be considered
as separate independent systems. That is, the internal environment is considered
as a certain integrity of making creative management decisions, consisting of
interdependent parts, each of which characterizes the whole to a certain extent.
In the case of a change or malfunction of one element, the operation of the entire
system is disrupted.

Such principles include: the principle of consistency, which is manifested
in the strict coordination of all elements and processes at all levels of
management of the internal environment; the principle of adaptability, which
involves the ability to quickly orientate and flexibly respond to changes in
the external environment; the principle of purposefulness, which means the
orientation of all elements and processes to the fulfillment of the general
goals of the enterprise'?.

The specific principles of making creative management decisions in the
internal environment of the enterprise are: the principle of mutual agreement
of actions, which provides for mutually agreed activities between units aimed
at achieving a common goal; the principle of efficiency, which consists in
the use of the company’s divisions with respect to the minimum amount of
costs to achieve the maximum possible result; the principle of responsibility,
which provides for the responsibility of each structural unit for the results of
its activity.

Along with this, there are principles of building the internal environment
of the enterprise for making creative management decisions, which are
characteristic of both approaches, both systemic and process.

In order to ensure the effective organization of the adoption of creative
management decisions of intra-production relations at the enterprise, it is
necessary to create appropriate conditions. In particular, to provide units
with relative operational and economic independence. It provides both
property separation and economic independence, which is manifested in
the independent regulation of certain aspects of activity (planning of the
production program, drawing up cost estimates, independent selection of
evaluation indicators of the unit’s activity, etc.). This will enable the enterprise

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to better adapt to changes in the external environment and increase its
competitiveness.
The next prerequisite for ensuring the effective functioning of the

adoption of creative management decisions in the internal environment
of the enterprise is scientifically based regulatory support, which provides
for the development and implementation of progressive material and labor
norms and standards.

When units are transferred to decentralized functioning, informational and
documentary support for their activities becomes of great importance, which is
due to the large flow of information entering the enterprise and the complexity
of internal economic relations.

The prerequisites for the functioning of the internal environment should
also include a system of material incentives for the company’s divisions and
individual employees for the work results of both their division and the
company as a whole®.

Intense and global competition, rapid technological development, economic
instability, scientific achievements of creative management decisions require
enterprises to constantly respond to changes in the external and internal
environment.

The number of internal and external factors affecting the adoption of
creative management decisions on the formation and functioning of the
internal environment of the enterprise is so large that it is quite difficult to take
them all into account.

The main internal factors that need to be paid special attention to when
making creative management decisions include: the production structure of
the enterprise, forms of specialization of divisions, location and production
technology, etc.

Units formed by subject or mixed specialization can have the greatest
independence, because they carry out a complete cycle, which gives them the
opportunity to independently implement services, receive income that is the
result of making creative management decisions, etc.

One of the main factors that directly affects the adoption of creative
management decisions of the enterprise is the type of production. Depending on
the type of production, the technical level of the applied technological processes
changes to a large extent.

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Characteristic of mass production, the constancy of the nomenclature and

the large volume of production make it economically profitable to use automatic
equipment or specially adjusted flow lines, use of special equipment, etc. In single
production, all this is economically unprofitable.

An equally important factor in the adoption of creative management
decisions in the enterprise environment is the size and number of divisions.
The greater the number of large divisions in the enterprise, the more difficult it
becomes to manage them and coordinate their work'.

The influence of the organizational structure of the enterprise on its internal
activities regarding the adoption of creative management decisions is explained
by the fact that for a small enterprise, centralized management of activities is
more characteristic, while at a large enterprise, decentralized forms of regulation
of the activities of divisions can be applied.

Forms of specialization (technological, subject or mixed) have a strong
influence on the level of independence of the company’s divisions.

Proper mastery of all management methods will improve labor productivity
and production profitability.

Therefore, the adoption of creative management decisions of the enterprise
should be considered, on the one hand, as a constituent element of the economic
mechanism, which is a certain set of interconnected and interdependent
economic elements that operate at the level of the structural units of the
enterprise, and the relationships between them'.

On the other hand, the adoption of creative management decisions is an
independently operating system, the effective functioning of which significantly
affects the general results of the enterprise as a whole.

In its activities, the management of the organization uses both material
and non-material incentives. If the subordinate’s behavior meets or exceeds the
established standards, the manager should respond positively and reinforce it
through rewards. If motivational mechanisms do not help, the manager selects
disciplinary measures.

The main stages of implementation of management decisions include deci-
sion-making, development of an action plan, monitoring of deviations from the
plan, as well as analysis and evaluation of results. An important aspect is the clear
definition of roles for team members. However, even with the distribution of

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functions among employees, not all problems facing the manager can be solved.

Usually, employee motivation occurs through a variety of methods by which the
organization’s management maintains employee interest. Recent studies show
that material incentives and income remain the main motivation factors. In the
event that motivational mechanisms do not work, the manager can take disci-
plinary measures. ’

Defining the roles of participants in the process of implementing manage-
ment decisions is critically important.

Managers achieve high results if their team has: a capable “coordinator’, a
strong “generator” of ideas, and at least one employee who supports and stimulates
the generator of ideas. In addition, it is important to have a “mathematician” in
the team, who in time discovers the shortcomings of the proposed ideas.

The implementation of a management decision includes the organiza-
tion of implementation, analysis and control of its implementation, as well as
feedback.

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ECOLOGICAL AESTHETICS:
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The beginning of the twenty-first century is fairly defined as the era of acute
environmental crises, which marks an alarming tendency to lose harmony
between a man and nature. Numerous wars, man-made disasters have put human-
kind on the brink of survival. A man, being under the threat of self-destruction,
reflexively began to build a system of prohibitions (taboos) in relations with those
objects of nature that were under threat of total destruction. However, the regu-
lation of relations with nature through coercion, control, prohibitions and fines
was ineffective.

It becomes increasingly clear that nature and humanity may be saved
only with a help of a powerful development of culture and ways of cultural
familiarization with the surrounding world. The interconnection between the
two elements is evident: nature saturates a culture, making it weighty. The
culture uses the possibilities of nature in accordance with its functions. Nature
and culture are constantly interacting, as if they help to identify each of its
essence. Nature has always been a model for culture, because it personified the
norm of a healthy being.

In fact, culture is a human attitude to nature. Culture is the manifestation
of humanity in the universal meaning of such an attitude to the world. Contra-
distinction between nature and culture, in our opinion, is determined by the
false concept of culture, which identifies the low effectiveness of interaction
with nature. It is about reassessment of material achievements and neglect of
spiritual levers of culture. Material achievements of society form a culture only
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when they help to improve a man and his relationships with nature. Accord-
ing to Albert Schweitzer, a culture that cares only of material aspects without
proper spiritual progress is similar to a ship that has lost control of the steering
and is fated to get crashed ' .

The most important purpose of culture in this sense is that culture can have a
powerful effect on the attitude of man towards nature. Spiritual values, cultivated
by culture, form the general values of the attitude towards nature. In this context,
culture is the world of human values and subjective meanings. Culture itself helps
mankind to regulate the enormous and powerful potential of mind in the proper

way, in order not to make it destructive and dangerous.

In the context of the humanitarization of environmental knowledge, here
objectively appears a tendency to create conceptual foundations of modern
environmentalism for the conscious acceptance by the general population.
One after another vivid ecological paradigms were born, which nowadays
do not lose their weight and may become a solid basis of environmental
outlook. Among them, intellectual and humanitarian and spiritual concepts
take on a prominent place. This is, first of all, the doctrine of the noosphere
(V.Vernadskyi), the ethics of reverence for life (A.Schweitzer), cosmic
ethics (K.Tsiolkovskyi), the ethics of the Earth (O.Leopold), Living ethics
(M.Roerich), the ethics of love for life (D.Filatov), moral concept of nature
(D.Datta), deep ecology (A.Naess), the principle of biophyllism (E.Wilson),
the concept of co-evolution (M.Moiseev), the principle of responsibility
(H.Jonas), ecophilosophy (B.Norton), the concept of nature in the Japanese
culture (M.Watanabe) and others.

Inaccordance with the conceptual searches, new directions of environmental
knowledge are also emerging: environmental ethics (V.Boreyko, M.Zibner,
T.Kiefer, D.Kozlovskyi, E.Laszlo, ].Minkiavichius, D.Pirs, J.Tinbergen and etc.);
ecological psychology (S.Deriabo and V.Yasvin, A.Liovochkina, A.Nazarov,
V.Panov, A.Rudomino-Dusiatska, V.Skrebets, Yu.Shvalb, I.Shmeliova and
others); ecological aesthetics (H.Husieva, D.Diki, T.Jessop, J.McDermott,
L.Liashko, N.Mankovska, Y.Sepdnmaa, M.Wallis, N.Filianina, M.Yakovenko,
H.Young, etc.)

Modern education should take into account the latest ideas and concepts
in the field of ecology. The social dimension of environmental knowledge is
gaining strength and significance today. The aim of the article is reasoning

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and presentation of educational potential of ecological aesthetics and variants
of its studying and implementation in the conditions of higher pedagogical
education in Ukraine.

Ecological aesthetics is a humanitarian way of solving the tragic antithesis
“nature - culture”, namely, it has a pronounced socially meaningful result 2. Eco-
logical aesthetics, in our understanding, has a significant applied value, because it
is designed for direct “output” in pedagogy. It seems to open to educators the ways
of universalizing the aesthetic assessment of the environment and the realization
of its eco-educational potential.

Until recently, it was believed that the main purpose of ecological aesthetics is
the organization of the environment. However, in time, we may observe a deeper
understanding of its essence and functional field. This discipline is based on the
environmental philosophy and psychology, because it examines the relationship
between different variable items of the natural environment and the psyche and
human behaviour. It explores human perception, experience, behaviour in their
natural, representative contexts. Ecological aesthetics operates with the latest
concepts, which have been introduced neither into the scientific field of life, nor
into the everyday life. Such a new concept is “environmental behaviour;,” which,
according to the canons of ecological aesthetics, should be appropriate, accept-
able and timely set in a particular natural situation, which may have its own plot,
the situation of the mise en scene, acts of behavioural ecosystems. Y.Sepanmaa —
a modern Finnish eco-philosopher - believes that ecological aesthetics literally
teaches to see the value of natural processes which are independent of a man. He
emphasizes the importance of interpreting nature as an indirect demonstration of
its values. Something interpreted, in his opinion, makes nature understandable.
Interpretation does not happen in a vacuum. Here a process has two durable war-
rants that are knowledge and associations °.

Contemporary problems posed by the aesthetics of the environment include
ecological beauty and harmony, ecological ecumenism, antikallism, ecological
and aesthetic know-how *. Their discussion is carried out at the intersection of
the humanities and natural sciences, denoting common problems, which in the
future are capable of giving rise to scientific knowledge.

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It refers, in particular, to the theory and practice of environmental and aes-

thetic education. Overcoming some elements of utopianism, this new area of aes-
thetic education is experiencing a period of rapid formation, covering general
education and higher education. The undisputed positive environmental aesthet-
ics as a whole is its dialogicity. The traditional dialogue between eastern and west-
ern aesthetics, aesthetics and ethics, art and science is complemented by search
for contacts between aesthetics and technology, economics, sociology and law.
Such a scientific search can lead in the future to the emergence of ecological aes-
thetics as part of the ecology of culture.

Ecological aesthetics is closely connected with the artistic life of a society,
which can be considered a kind of barometer, which indicates the level of devel-
opment of aesthetic thought and its influence on the spiritual and objective and
practical orientation of culture. Art is a phenomenon of culture, which the human
experience of worldview self-determination is fixed and concentrated in, as well
as the experience of the direct objective realization of this self-determination in
the cultural forms of the development of nature °.

As a rule, in artistic images those aesthetic ideas are reproduced that carry a
high intellectual and humanistic charge and which are in harmony with common
human interests. In a specific artistic form, art expresses what defines the spiritual
and subject-practical orientation of culture. Art accumulates what is experienced
or should be experienced by all representatives of a particular society, and mostly
by all the inhabitants of the Earth.

Many public institutes should admit that nowadays art becomes a peculiar
aesthetic and ecological know-how. This is a specific (artistic) form of exchange
of value approaches to nature, ways of interaction with the world, forms of its
aesthetic transformation. Within the bounds of art, international development
of achievements in human artistic acquaintance with nature is provided. This
is facilitated by:
the sign nature of art;

peculiarities of artistic language (associativity, metaphor, polysemy);

— commonly used techniques of artistic representation of nature (expression,
symbolization, hyperbolization, individualization, etc.);

— polyfunctionality of art, which is realized as a way of acquaintance with

nature, as its imaginative philosophy, as a kind of “catalogue” of aesthetic

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expressiveness of its phenomena and objects, as a powerful regulator of

value orientations in relation to its preservation.

Ecological aesthetics in this way is closely connected with the artistic practice
of society and relies on associative-figurative thinking.

A modern educator needs ecological aesthetics as an updated view upon the
philosophy of nature, which, firstly, will help to build a personal attitude to it on
the basis of subjection of perceptions and evaluations; secondly, it will ensure per-
sonal positioning in nature; thirdly, it will enable the educator to become aware
of the genesis of his own ecological consciousness and behaviour at the level of
powerful reflection. Nowadays it is a high time to introduce methods of diagno-
sis into the system of higher pedagogical education, correction and training of
environmental consciousness — both individual and group. It is very important
to teach future teachers to organize their own and then children’s environmen-
tal behaviour through their inclusion in various situations with different sub-
ject-matter content °.

In the context of purpose of the study, we tried to reproduce the experiment,
proposed by the Ukrainian psychologist V.Romenets, to study the peculiarities
of forming students’ abilities for scientific and creative thinking 7. Students of the
graduation course at Pedagogical University (104 persons, specialty — elementary
school teacher) were offered to interpret the arguments of the junior pupil: “The
fish is cold and stupid. She lives to be caught and eaten by us”.

The necessity for such work realized by students with children’s consider-
ations is determined by the fact that the early childhood pragmatism, which is
being tracked, first of all, in children’s assessments, has become widespread today.
Teachers often remain indifferent to such manifestations of their pupils’ attitude
to nature, explaining this fact by excessive impulsiveness in children’s reaction to
the environment.

Graduate students differently interpreted children’s thoughts. The majority
of respondents (61 %) noted “excessive cruelty” of such an assessment, which
in their opinion, was caused by a lack of children’s awareness of the interesting
features of fish biology.

Only 24 % of the students were able to identify the so-called “sympathetic
imagination” at the level of artistic and scientific intuition, which eventually
helped them to “cover” the proposed situation with a pedagogical view. In the

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interpretations of these students, an integrative approach to the perception and
interpretation of both the fact of fish life and the assessment by a child of primary

school age was felt. In particular, the respondents did not rely on a rationalized
explanation, but gave an emotionally-shaped commentary, simulating even the
future dialogue between the teacher and the child.

As a result of the study of environmental aesthetics, students interpreted the
given fact in terms of the unity of philosophy, ecology and art. In the projected
responses, an attempt was made to provide the child with an explanation about
the uniqueness of the ecosystem with a help of its aesthetic characteristics — avail-
able and hidden.

For instance, as a subject of controversy some dilemmas were offered to
students: is a fish stupid or smart? Pretty or nasty? In a polemic, a peculiar aes-
thetics of the behavioural programs of sea inhabitants was affirmed. Here is an
example of a creative interpretation by students of this dilemma:

“Why do people have a predominantly consumer attitude towards fish? It is
enough tasty. One adores, of course, decorative fish which are colourful, graceful,
with lush tails and fins.

What can an ordinary river crucial expect for? For a frying pan? No, my
consciousness refuses to accept such pragmatism. I will try to convey to my
pupils a different assessment of a fish kingdom. I will show the hidden beauty
of these creatures to them, which is not visible to the eyes. Let’s take into
consideration, at least, the harmony of certain biological processes. Cannot
move, for instance, the strange “patriotism” of a salmon? This fish at all costs
aspires to return to those waters where it was born, and only there gives birth to
offspring. The way to spawning is heavy and dangerous, but salmon stubbornly
floats into “native penates” to prolong its genus and immediately die. Sceptics
shrug their shoulders: “Instinct.” Of course. But how much beauty is shown in
those behavioural “programs” that nature offers to their creatures! “(Oksana P,
22 years old).

In addition to the amazing “patriotism” of sturgeon and salmon fish, stu-
dents have interpreted the equally amazing dolphin altruism that saves peo-
ple in the sea; sacrificial riot of whales against water pollution and others. In
the projected monologues and dialogues there was an appreciable experience
of artistic comprehension by students of the aesthetics of the water element
due to the perception of its artistic images: these are the iconic images of fish
in the literary works by Victor Astafiev and Ernest Hemingway; this is an
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enthusiastic hymn for wise dolphins in the works by Rene Clark, the oblig-
atory mention of love for the Black Sea by Kostiantyn Paustovskyi, this is a

careful listening to the energy of the ocean in the music by a composer and
navigator Mykola Rymskyi-Korsakov, this is an admiring of the wonderful
world of the aquarium in the music by Camille Saint-Saens and on paintings
by Henri Matisse; this is an acquaintance with Paul Winter’s environmental
jazz, where the sounds of music are intertwined with shouts of whales and
dolphins; this is a moving film by Simon Wincer “Free Willy” and many
other convincing artistic testimonies of human love not only for the “gastro-
nomic” qualities of the inhabitants of the water world.

The conducted pilot study of creative and interpretive thinking of university
students has shown an insufficient level of readiness of the overwhelming majority
of the responded future educators for understanding the aesthetics of nature.
Only a third of the students who participated in the survey showed a competency
in drawing up interpretive ecological and aesthetic characteristics for certain
objects of nature or ecosystems. Such a low level of readiness will not allow future
professionals in the field of education to convey knowledge about environmental
aesthetics to pupils.

One of the reasons for such a state of affairs is the chaotic accumulation
of natural knowledge that does not form in the minds of students a coherent,
emotionally painted picture of the world. It is a high time for the development
and introduction disciplines of the integrative nature in the higher pedagogical
education.

In particular, on the basis of the Public Higher Educational Establishment
«Vinnytsia Academy of Continuing Education», a multi-year approbation of the
authorial interdisciplinary course “Eco-pedagogical aesthetics” is conducted,
which was created on the basis of problematic integration of knowledge (phi-
losophy, psychology, art, ecology). The purpose of the course is to develop a
holistic approach for future teachers of any specialty, which means to realize the
problem of preserving nature by understanding the uniqueness of ecosystems
through their aesthetic characteristics. Among the tasks of the special course we
can indicate the formation of peculiar meta-skills of the valuable acquaintance
with nature. This course has certain advantages over the differentiated study of
nature: it is a deepening of cultural and axiological orientation, strengthening of
sociocultural accents, using the potential of artistic reflexivity, providing a gen-
eral philosophical basis of the ecological worldview. In the process of mastering
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the interdisciplinary course, students learn to understand the aesthetic dimension

of “mathematics of nature” (form, size, symmetry and asymmetry), physics of
motion in nature, “music” of the nature sounds (intonation, rhythm), colouring
of “painting” of nature, etc.

The results of approbation of the interdisciplinary course “Eco-pedagogical
aesthetics” prove that artistic activity is a reliable way of personal interpretation
of nature. Therefore, one of the innovative ways of teaching environmental
and pedagogical aesthetics is the use of integrated mechanisms of the poly-
artistic approach, which involves the universalization of artistic analysis from
the point of view of the ideological and psychological influence of artistic
images on the person in order to form a holistic picture of the socio-cultural
space in one’s consciousness. Implementation of the poly-artistic approach in
the context of teaching the interdisciplinary course means that the process of
professional growth of the future teacher leads to penetration of feeling and
awareness of not only literary, musical or spatial-plastic images of nature, but
the standard aesthetic values of the human attitude towards nature, which are
strongly perpetuated in the artistic experience of humanity. It helps to interpret
the artistic images of nature in the humanitarian way with a direct orientation
for decoding of their ideological content.

Environmental aesthetics, having enormous educational potential, should
occupy an adequate place in the system of teacher training and become a powerful
tool for correction of the environmental outlook and professional positions of
future teachers.

Attitude towards nature is a reflexive, integral total, which manifests itself in
perception as an image of the world. The image itself is a kind of sublimation of
the integrity of cognition and sensation. Without proper inclusion of figurative
thinking, in our view, it is impossible to humanitarize education in general. This
figurative, metaphorical thinking possesses an increased heuristic and provides
intuitive comprehension of natural and social connections ®.

An upcoming teacher needs ecological aesthetics as an updated view upon
the philosophy of nature, which, firstly, will help to build a personal attitude to it
on the basis of subjection of perceptions and evaluations; secondly, it will ensure
personal positioning in nature; thirdly, it will enable the educator to become
aware of the genesis of his own ecological consciousness and behaviour at the

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level of powerful reflection. Nowadays it is a high time to introduce methods
of diagnosis into the system of higher pedagogical education, correction and
training of environmental consciousness — both individual and group.

subject-matter content.

Consequently, educational potential of ecological aesthetics should have
the opportunity for implementation in the system of higher pedagogical edu-
cation. The ecological and aesthetic approach to the integration of educa-
tional disciplines at pedagogical university is extremely fruitful. Environ-
mental education of future teachers should have a personal dimension. Only
integrative personal values may become an essential indicator of teacher’s
professional readiness for educational work with children and accomplish
the function of higher criterion for orientation of the future teacher in the
educational space.
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DISCOVERY LEARNING AS A NEW TYPE
OF EDUCATIONAL PROCESS

Today, the most promising and appropriate to socio-economic and psy-

chological conditions is Discovery Learning. It is interpreted as a teaching
principle, as a new type of educational process, as a teaching method, and as a
new didactic system.

How to motivate students to self-study today? We often encounter uninitiated
behavior, unwillingness to complete tasks, or situations where a rule needs to be
explained several times. Teachers spend a lot of time searching for new, vivid
examples of explaining rules, choosing teaching methods that require more
activity from students than acting skills from the teacher.
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The English method of “Guided Discovery”, developed by Dr. Charles Wells,
is a teaching strategy.
Discovery Learning is a learning method that encourages students to ask

questions and formulate their own tentative answers, and to deduce general
principles from practical examples or experiences. Other definition states that
Discovery Learning is a learning situation in which the principal content of what
is to be learned is not given but must be independently discovered by the student.

The learning debate continues a timeless debate as to how much a teacher
should help a student and how much the student should help himself!. He stated
lays out two targets for discovery learning theory:

1) Discovery Learning Theory should act as a refined extension of the

broad-based theory constructivism by focusing on the individual.

2)  Discovery Learning Theory should serve as a way of defining and pro-

vide a guide for educational research.

There are four components to the Discovery Learning Theory:

« Curiosity and uncertainty,

« structure of knowledge,

* sequencing,

« motivation.

It is also determined that there are three principles associated with Discovery
Learning Theory: instruction must be concerned with the experiences and contexts
that make the student willing and able to learn (readiness); instruction must be
structured so that it can be easily grasped by the student (spiral organization);
instruction should be designed to facilitate extrapolation and or fill in the gaps
(going beyond the information given).

Bruner also identified six indicators or benchmarks that revealed cognitive
growth or development:

a) responding to situations in varied ways, rather than always in the same way,

b) internalizing events into a ‘storage system’ that corresponds to the envi-

ronment,

c) increased capacity for language,

d) systematic interaction with a tutor (parent, teacher, or another role

model),

e) language as an instrument for ordering the environment,

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f) increasing capacity to deal with multiple demands’.
Modern American theories of “learning through problem solving” (W.
Alexander, P. Halverson, etc.), in contrast to the theory of J. Bruner, have their

own characteristics:

— they do not overemphasize the importance of the student’s “self-expression”

and do not downplay the role of the teacher;

— the principle of collective problem solving is asserted, in contrast to the

extreme individualization observed previously;

— the problem-solving method in teaching is given a supporting role.

In the 70-80s of the 20th century, the concept of problem-based learning
by the English psychologist E. de Bono, who focused on six levels of thinking,
became widespread. In the development of the theory of problem-based
learning, teachers from Poland, Bulgaria, Germany and other countries
have achieved certain results. Thus, the Polish educator W. Okon studied
the conditions for the emergence of problem situations using the material
of various academic subjects and proved the advantage of learning through
problem solving for the development of students’ mental abilities*. Problem-
based learning was understood by Polish educators as only one of the teaching
methods. Bulgarian educators (I. Petkov, M. Markov) considered mainly
applied issues, paying primary attention to the organization of problem-
based learning in primary school.

Discovery learning can be used as a suitable techniques of teaching
English especially in the implementation of three phase listening method. The
advantage of the three-phase listening method is that the students will acquire
the experience needed to understand the listening material step by step through
the -pre, while-, and post listening process. There are several advantages in
discovery learning models like:

(1) thislearning model has several phases, those are stimulation, problem state-

ment, data collection, data processing, verification, and generalization;

(2) this learning model could be implemented in accordance with the lis-

tening aspect characteristics which have 3 phases those are pre-listen-
ing, while-listening, and post-listening;

Guided discovery learning is a way of presenting language, particularly
grammar using two approaches: a deductive approach or an inductive approach.
The deductive approach is teacher-centered and begins with instruction. The
teacher explains the rule, provides examples, and then allows students to prac-
tice applying it. For example, the teacher might explain that the past simple
tense is formed by adding -ed to regular verbs, followed by examples and prac-
tice exercises.

Advantages:

« Efficient and straightforward, especially for complex rules.

« Provides clarity and structure for learners.

+ Works well for large classes or limited time frames.

Challenges:

« Can be passive if learners are not actively involved.

+ May not promote deep understanding or retention compared to discovery

methods.

Guided Discovery is learner-centered approach, also known as an inductive
approach used to introduce and clarify language. It consists in providing students
with an example of the target language item in a meaningful context, and
then learners actively uncover language rules, meanings, or patterns through
carefully designed tasks and questions, with the teacher providing guidance and
support as needed. This method promotes critical thinking, engagement, and
deeper understanding by encouraging students to analyze examples and draw
their own conclusions. This approach turns the teacher into a facilitator whose
role is to help, guide and facilitate learning. The explainers in this case are your
students. This approach is useful for learners of English as a second language.
Students are actively involved in analyzing and understanding the language,
making it more memorable. It develops problem-solving skills and encourages
students to become independent learners, a crucial skill for language acquisi-
tion. Although it has its downsides:

» Some learners may prefer more structured, teacher-led instruction, par-

ticularly if they are used to traditional teaching styles or are less confident
in their ability to explore and deduce rules independently.

Guided discovery is generally more effective for students at the interme-
diate level and beyond, where they have sufficient prior knowledge to
build upon.

o Teachers must anticipate potential learner difficulties, ensure that the
materials are clear and engaging, and be ready to provide appropriate
support during the discovery process. This level of planning and expertise
can make the method more demanding compared to traditional teaching
approaches.

o Guided discovery is effective for teaching grammar, but less so for
vocabulary or functional language. Vocabulary often requires more
explicit teaching, as students may struggle to deduce meanings or
forms on their own.

o Not all grammar rules work well with this method. Many grammatical
structures are irregular or have exceptions that can complicate the dis-
covery process. Certain rules may work well with guided discovery, while
others may require more direct explanation to ensure clarity and avoid
confusion.

Here are some examples that do work well: Comparatives and superlatives;

Question tags; Articles; Conditionals; Determiners; Word order; Reported speech.

There are four essential elements of a guided discovery lesson plan. Let’s take

a look at them.

Collaboration

Having students work with others always will help to create the communication

that we need for this approach to work.

Task Setting

Set the task for the students. Put key phrases on the board for students to

use, but don't tell them what they mean or how they are used. Tell the first part
of a story and leave the next part of it open to interpretation. One way to ensure
collaboration is to use small groups or pairs to make each student participate as
much as possible.

Monitoring

While they are engaged in the task, you take on the role of “monitor”. If you

have set up the activity well, students will work toward the goal while relying on
each other for practice and to get feedback.
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Consolidation

The end of the task is the time to check for common errors and correct them.
Use questions to help the students discover further information about the target
language and share it with the group.

Good lesson design is the foundation of guided discovery. Tasks should
be clear and focused to enable students to discover language rules themselves
through analysis.

Here are the key stages for creating an effective Guided Discovery lesson:

Identify the Target Language Be clear about what grammatical structure, vocabulary or
function you want to teach. Use meaning (what it conveys)
and form (the structure of the language) to do this.

Create a Context Provide a meaningful and engaging content: a short story
or text, a dialogue or conversation, a relatable situation
(e.g., planning a party, giving advice))

Design a Guided Discovery Task | Prepare tasks that encourage learners to notice the target
language in the context and deduce its rules.

If you have 80-minute lesson and you teach high-level students use:

 Highlighting: Ask students to find and underline examples of the target

structure.

» Categorizing: Have students group examples based on similarities or dif-

ferences.

o  Gap-fill tasks: Provide partially completed sentences where students com-

plete or observe the missing form.

Scaffolding technology is used to methodologically support students in the
process of learning material, in particular new concepts, i.e. creating conditions
for increasing students’ success in completing complex tasks. Scaffolding is a
teaching method where the educator helps support students to complete tasks
just beyond the level that they could achieve by themselves. Researcher J. Bruner
believes that scaffolding is a learning process that allows students to acquire cer-
tain knowledge and skills, relying on the help of a teacher’. Modern scholars R.
Zhao and M. Orey see scaffolding as a special type of instruction in solving prob-
lems or tasks in the process of teacher-student interaction®. Of the numerous
mentoring methods (shadowing, buddying, secondment, coaching, mentoring),
the authors highlight scaffolding as a special process of instructing.

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Typical scaffolding techniques include:

« Simplifying the language include activating existing knowledge: the teacher
can simplify the language by shortening selections, speaking in the present
tense, and avoiding the use of idioms.

« Asking for completion, not generation: The teacher can have students choose
answers from a list or complete a partially finished outline or paragraph.

« Using visuals: the graphic organizers, tables, charts, outlines, and graphs.

It has been studied that the main indicator of scaffolding is “fading help”
from the teacher (mentor), i.e. reduction in the degree of intensity of assistance
until the moment when the student becomes completely independent and
autonomous, and by the end of the training it is significantly reduced or
absent at all.

As Discovery Learning is a learning method that encourages students to ask
questions and formulate their own tentative answers, you should design specific
questions/tasks to guide learners through the aspects of the language: meaning,
use, form. For helps reinforce the language rule, prepare a controlled practice
task. For example, if teaching the past simple tense, students could complete gap-
fill exercises like “She (walk) to the store yesterday”. This ensure they
grasp the form. Prepare a freer practice task (creative task). This task allows them
to apply the language in a more natural, less structured way, promoting fluency
and confidence. Feedback helps consolidate learning and ensures students stay on
track. For example, if students make a mistake with a past tense form during the
freer practice, gently correct them by highlighting the correct usage and offering
a brief explanation.

A guided discovery approach can also be effectively incorporated into writing
lessons, particularly when preparing students for specific writing tasks like film
reviews.

For instance, you can begin by showing a model review and using guided dis-
covery tasks to analyze its structure and language: to describe the story or express
the reviewer’s reactions, encouraging them to recognize the different functions
within the text or to notice the use of the Present Simple for describing the plot
and the Present Perfect or Past Simple for expressing opinions or reactions.

By guiding students to uncover these patterns themselves, you not only
enhance their understanding of the writing conventions but also give them
the tools to apply these features in their own writing, fostering autonomy and
confidence.
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Thus, the analysis shows that Discovery Learning contributes to the effective
learning of a foreign language by students in higher education institutions. The
use of various means of methodological support for students in the process
of studying the material helps higher education students, especially those
studying a foreign language, effectively master the goals and content of the
lesson. Quickly improve your knowledge of a foreign language, understand,

and master new material.

An important method of technology Discovery Learning is the help that
the teacher provides, which neutralizes the significant level of stress that stu-
dents usually experience when learning a foreign language, and forms students
into confident, independent individuals who are able to independently com-
plete complex tasks.

THE LEGAL AND INSTITUTIONAL ASPECTS
OF REGULATING HIGHER EDUCATION IN UKRAINE
DURING THE FULL-SCALE WAR

The war in Ukraine, which began in 2014, has significantly impacted
all aspects of public life, particularly the higher education system. After the
large-scale invasion in 2022, universities faced unprecedented challenges
related to relocation, infrastructure damage,a and the need to ensure the
accessibility of education for students affected by the war. In 2022, the gov-
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ernment was forced to rapidly adapt the regulatory framework to these new
realities. A series of legislative acts had to be adopted to ensure the operation
of higher education institutions during martial law. At the same time, inter-
national support played a crucial role in ensuring the resilience and devel-
opment of the educational system, continuing to influence higher education
and the prospects for future cooperation.

The challenges caused by the war that have been recognized as urgent
include the danger to participants in the educational process, extensive
destruction of educational infrastructure (damage to educational institution
buildings and technical training facilities), forced relocation of participants in
the educational process in Ukraine and abroad, disruption of the continuity of
the educational process, and others'.

The aim of the study is to identify the main aspects of state regulation of higher
education during wartime, identify key challenges, and propose recommendations
for overcoming them, as well as to highlight the role of international support in
the implementation of educational activities and the further internationalization
of higher education. The study applies a multidisciplinary approach, analyzing
legal acts adopted during martial law, statistical data, and survey data. Legal
aspects related to higher education during the war include a series of legislative
and regulatory initiatives aimed at supporting universities, students, and faculty.

One of the key areas of legal regulation is ensuring the continuity of the
educational process, including the transition to distance learning and the
adaptation of curricula to new realities. Legislative changes concern not only the
organization of learning but also the funding of higher education institutions,
ensuring the rights of students and faculty, and guaranteeing safety for participants
in the educational process.

Since 2015, such regulation has primarily been carried out in accordance with
the Law of Ukraine “On the Legal Regime of Martial Law”, which established new
principles of institutional and legal regulation of the education sector, transferring
the powers of local authorities, particularly in terms of managing educational
institutions, to military administrations in the respective areas®. At the same time,
the Ministry of Education and Science remains the central authority in the field of

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education, science, scientific-technical, and innovative activities, as well as in the

field of state control over the activities of educational institutions’.

The situation remained unchanged with the onset of full-scale war. The
first government action for regulating the education sector at all levels was the
order of the Ministry of Education and Science “On the Establishment of the
MOoES Situational Center”, which allowed for the functioning of a consultative
and advisory body during martial law. The main task of the MoES Situational
Center was to ensure the activities of the relevant minister during the period
of martial law. In addition, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved the
Strategy for the Development of Higher Education in Ukraine for 2022-2032
and the Operational Plan for its Implementation in 2022-2024, which outlines
the priorities of the higher education system and aims to mitigate the effects of
russian armed aggression®.

In these conditions, the priority task remains ensuring the safety of participants
in the educational process. The war has led to the destruction of some university
buildings, libraries, and laboratories, particularly in Eastern and Southern regions
of Ukraine. The damages of technological infrastructure led to the limited access to
essential academic resources. Many institutions were forced to relocate, with some
setting up temporary campuses in safer regions. According to the MoES order
“On Certain Issues of Organizing the Work of Vocational Pre-Higher and Higher
Education Institutions During Martial Law” dated March 7, 2022, institutional
foundations were created to implement measures for protecting participants in
the educational process, preserving educational institution property, conducting
evacuation procedures, organizing special learning conditions for students in
the Armed Forces of Ukraine or territorial defense units, and establishing legal
conditions for the evacuation and relocation of educational institutions from
occupied areas and those where active hostilities are taking place’. In March 2022,
the Ministry of Education and Science recommended temporarily suspending
educational processes or using distance or blended learning formats® to ensure

the safety of students and faculty. One of the immediate responses to the war was
the rapid transition to remote and hybrid forms of learning. This transition, while
essential for ensuring the continuity of education, posed numerous challenges.
The digital divide, particularly in rural areas and among displaced populations,
hindered students’ access to online learning platforms. And although universities
in Ukraine had made strides in digitalization before the war, the scale and speed
of the shift to remote education were unprecedented. The transition to online
learning was regulated by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine Resolution No.
123 of 2022, which established the right of higher education institutions to adapt
curricula for distance learning. On the one hand, for displaced students and those
who resumed operations in the pre-war format, maintaining distance or blended
learning became a way to preserve human resources and student numbers. At
the same time, the use of distance formats and the mentioned digitalization
have provided expanded opportunities for the further internationalization of
education, which has become one of the priority directions for maintaining the
quality of the educational process’. (By the end of the 2022-2023 academic year,
most institutions continued to operate in mixed (53 %) and distance (29 %)
formats, with 18 % holding in-person classes®).

Overall, maintaining the appropriate level of educational services and
scientific activities within universities is a challenging but achievable task
that leading institutions are successfully carrying out. At the same time, the
institutional quality level of education is ensured by the National Agency for
Quality Assurance in Higher Education, in collaboration with the government
and the Ministry of Education and Science’.

In 2022, the Verkhovna Rada adopted the Law of Ukraine “On Amendments
to Certain Laws of Ukraine Regarding the Features of Organizing the Educational
Process Under Martial Law”. This law provides for simplifying the admission
process for applicants from conflict zones, including the cancellation of
external independent testing in certain cases and the introduction of a National
Multidisciplinary Test. The specifics of the admission process for higher education
were outlined in the Ministry of Education and Science order “On Amendments

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to the Admission Procedure for Higher Education in 2022”. Conditions were
also created for privileged categories of entrants and higher education seekers,
which applied to special conditions for participation in competitive selection’.

In total, in 2022, the format of external independent assessment was changed
to a national multimedia test in the format of computer-based online testing in
educational institutions'. Legislation also provides for the creation of special
quotas for students who lost the ability to study due to displacement. Additionally,
resolutions have been adopted to regulate the redistribution of funding to support
higher education institutions hosting internally displaced persons (IDPs).

So, universities faced challenges in implementation, including insufficient
funding, technical obstacles (as distance learning requires access to quality internet
and modern equipment), and bureaucratic hurdles (as some legal acts have
complex implementation mechanisms, creating difficulties for higher education
institutions in meeting legislative requirements). Although the state budget was
adapted to allocate additional resources to support higher education institutions
through subsidies for infrastructure restoration, ensuring digital technologies,
and providing grants to universities that suffered the greatest losses, the budget
deficit became a key barrier to fully implementing these measures. Prior to the
war, Ukrainian universities were primarily funded through a combination of
government allocations, tuition fees, and external research grants. However,
the onset of the full-scale invasion led to an immediate shift in government
priorities, with substantial portions of the national budget redirected towards
defense and emergency measures. As a result, universities saw a reduction in
state funding, which traditionally constituted a large portion of their operating
budgets. The financial pressure on the state budget forced universities to operate
under severely constrained fiscal conditions. Many universities redirected funds
that would have gone toward infrastructure development, academic research,
and other projects to cover more immediate operational costs, such as ensuring
the safety of staff and students, maintaining online or hybrid learning platforms,
and adapting to the needs of displaced people. Another significant challenge for
university financing was the disruption to student enrollment patterns. Economic
instability caused by the war, along with inflation and unemployment, affected
the ability of students to contribute to university finances. In response, some

universities introduced flexible payment schemes or tuition fee reductions for
affected students, further straining the universities’ financial positions. Despite
these challenges, many Ukrainian universities were able to secure international
funding through donations, grants, and partnerships with foreign institutions.
However, such funding was often limited and not always sufficient to cover the full
range of needs. In addition to state and international funding, some universities
sought financial support from the private sector. Collaborations with businesses,
particularly in technology and innovation sectors, helped supplement university
budgets. Many universities sought partnerships for research projects, offering
expertise in various fields that aligned with the interests of private companies,
thus securing additional funding through collaborative initiatives. Moreover,
according to the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, approximately
20 % of higher education institutions were affected by destruction or occupation.
This complicates the normal functioning of universities and requires significant
funds for their restoration.

Another factor worth noting is the migration of students and faculty caused by
the military actions in the country. As a result, many universities faced a decline in
the number of students, especially in regions close to active combat zones. It is also
important to consider that the transition to distance learning occurred unevenly
due to technical and organizational difficulties. For example, some students
lacked access to quality internet or the necessary equipment. Additionally, the
transition to distance learning increased the workload on faculty members, who
had to quickly adapt to new teaching formats.

At the same time, the achievements include the flexibility of the educational
process (which allows adapting curricula and educational processes to wartime
conditions), the development of education internationalization, particularly
through the introduction of international standards (as the mobility mechanisms
introduced promote the integration of Ukrainian higher education into the global
educational community), and support for faculty and students from combat
zones and internally displaced persons. A significant achievement is also the
use of digital platforms for learning, which provided access to education even
in remote regions. Overall, the war stimulated the implementation of modern
technologies in the learning process. Specifically, universities began actively using
online platforms (Moodle, Zoom, Microsoft Teams) and developing their own
resources for distance learning. This contributed to an increase in digital literacy
among both students and faculty.
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Some universities established partnerships with European and American

institutions, which facilitated Ukraine’s integration into the global educational
community. The main forms of international support include financial assistance
(grants from the European Commission, the World Bank, and other international
organizations for the restoration of universities and support for scientific research,
as well as scholarship programs for students who were forced to leave their homes
due to the war), technical assistance (in the form of computer equipment, access
to licensed software and educational materials, as well as support in creating
online platforms for distance learning), and the development of cooperation
between Ukrainian and foreign universities, including joint research, student and
faculty exchange, and participation of Ukrainian universities in programs such as
Erasmus+, Horizon Europe, and other international initiatives.

The relevant financial assistance allows for the restoration of damaged
university buildings, the purchase of equipment, and the creation of safe learning
spaces. International programs promote the implementation of modern teaching
methods, the development of digital competencies among faculty and students,
and the expansion of access to educational resources. Thanks to participation
in international projects, Ukrainian universities have gained the opportunity to
integrate into the global educational community, attract international students
and faculty. It is also worth noting the growing popularity of academic mobility
mechanisms for students and faculty, particularly through exchange programs with
international partner universities, which allowed students to temporarily study at
foreign institutions while maintaining their place at Ukrainian universities.

To coordinate the involvement and use of international aid aimed at
supporting the implementation of state policies to achieve declared strategic
priorities in education and science, the Sectoral Working Group “Education and
Science” was created at the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, with
participation from international organizations, foreign diplomatic missions, non-
governmental organizations, and projects that implement programs supporting
Ukrainian education and science'. To assist with the coordination of domestic
students’ enrollment in foreign higher education institutions, the “Ukrainian
Global University” program was established, which “helps Ukrainians apply
to foreign educational institutions with the condition that graduates return

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to Ukraine after their studies””. Among the institutions participating in this
program are universities from France, Germany, Italy, the United States, and
Canada. Moreover, one of the immediate needs for the education sector during
the martial law period is the establishment of educational hubs abroad to assist
Ukrainian refugees, provide them with the opportunity to study according to
national standards, and offer psychological support'.

At the same time, it is important to consider that Ukrainian universities face
bureaucratic barriers and a lack of experience in implementing international
projects, and dependence on international aid could create risks for the
sustainability of the education system.

These achievements and challenges are reflected in surveys of students and
faculty. Some respondents acknowledged that the war conditions stimulated the
search for new solutions and increased the flexibility of the education system.
According to a survey presented by the State Service for Quality Education of
Ukraine, the overwhelming majority of respondents (86 %) were satisfied with
the format of the educational process. The vast majority of academic staff (89 %)
indicated that they were satisfied with the chosen format, with the highest
satisfaction reported by lecturers working in classrooms (96 %). Nearly half of
the faculty members (44 %) who worked remotely preferred the blended format,
while one in five (19 %) would have preferred in-person teaching. Sixteen
percent of the academic staft preferred the distance learning format (this position
among faculty members did not change during the second half of the 2022-2023
academic year)". The students, particularly those studying remotely (86 %), were
most satisfied with the learning format. More than a third of respondents among
professional pre-higher and higher education students (40 %) would prefer
distance learning if possible, while a quarter (25 %) preferred in-person learning.

Data from a faculty survey conducted as part of the “Education during the
War” project, supported by the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and
the European University Association in November 2023, showed the following:
70 % of faculty members reported an increased workload due to the transition to

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new forms of learning, 55 % noted insufficient technical resources at universities

for organizing quality distance learning, and 40 % of faculty members indicated
the need to improve qualifications in digital technologies.

Therefore, state regulation of higher education during the war has
demonstrated significant potential for adaptation but also revealed critical issues.
Opverall, legislative regulation of higher education during wartime became a key
tool for adapting the education system to crisis conditions. Major achievements
include the implementation of distance learning, support for internally displaced
persons, and the simplification of enrollment procedures. However, to effectively
implement these measures, it is necessary to address several obstacles related to
funding, technical support, and bureaucratic barriers.

Reduced government support, declining student enrollment, and the need
for financial reallocation to wartime priorities have forced universities to become
more resourceful and flexible in their financial management. While international
donations and private sector collaborations have helped mitigate some of the
impact, the ongoing financial sustainability of Ukrainian higher education
institutions will rely on continued external support, creative funding mechanisms,
and long-term investments in rebuilding the sector post-war. Despite the immense
financial challenges, Ukrainian universities have shown considerable resilience.
Many institutions adopted creative strategies to maintain their operations, such
as organizing virtual fundraisers, forming academic collaborations with foreign
universities, and launching crowdfunding campaigns. Additionally, universities
have been exploring new models of financing, including greater reliance on
research grants, online programs, and services for international students.

In this context it is essential to continue improving the regulatory framework,
taking into account the experiences of other countries. At the same time, inno-
vations introduced under crisis conditions may serve as the foundation for the
long-term development of the education system. Strengthening international
cooperation, improving mechanisms for financial support to educational insti-
tutions, and focusing on the development of infrastructure, the digitalization of
education, and the removal of technical and financial barriers will be key areas
for future efforts.
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UKRANIAN MEDIA AS A TOOL
OF POLITICAL MARKETING
IN 1991-2010

One of the most significant features that characterizes the degree of
democracy in the country is the level of communication between the political
system and society. The practice of states that adhere to the democratic path
of development shows that the most optimal mediator in this interaction is
independent mass media.

The political and civic function of the mass media is fundamental. It is
associated with informing citizens about events, phenomena, situations and
problems in society and the world, interpreting and assessing the political and
cultural situation, criticizing or approving the actions of certain political actors,
promoting mutual understanding between social groups and institutions that
have different points of view, controlling the way in which power is exercised
and used, encouraging society to learn, hold elections, engage in public affairs,
rather than passively observe events, etc'.

This function is implemented with the help of publishing products, radio,
television, Internet technologies. Despite the pessimistic predictions of skeptics,
printed products (newspapers, magazines, almanacs, brochures and books) are
still a significant factor in the political struggle in Ukraine. Thus, according to the
data of the all-Ukrainian survey conducted by the Institute of Social and Political

Psychology of the Academy of Political Sciences of Ukraine on November 24-30,
2009, among voters who have already decided who they will vote for during the
2009 presidential campaign, 30.2 % noted that their decision was most influenced
by television news releases; 19.3 % of respondents recognized the influence of
publications in newspapers on their decision; the influence of advertising spots

on television — 15.9 %; the influence of information posted on the Internet - 6.7 %
of respondents’.

Trust in the media in Ukraine remains quite high, which is, first of all, an echo
of the Soviet times, when any critical speech in the press was met with an instant
reaction from the authorities. Even today, most people believe that it is possible to
change the situation thanks to critical speeches in the media. Speculating on this,
political information, not always correct, and sometimes simply dirty, gradually
replaced all other types of information and ended up in first place in the ratings.
The psychological postulate was confirmed - everything forbidden is more
attractive and desirable. So this «fried» information became what people wanted
to hear and see more in the media. Based on this, the media increasingly provide
political «curiosities» that fuel the public’s interest in politics and encourage
political leaders to use these opportunities. Of course, the value of such political
communication is questionable.

Considering that elections are a kind of apotheosis of the entire political
struggle, even this small example shows that the press, magazine and book
production, influencing people’s consciousness, play an important role in
politics. This conservatism, which consists in considerable trust in the printed
word, is natural, since for many generations of Ukrainians it was books and
newspapers that were, and for a large group of fellow citizens remain, the
main sources of information through which they learn about various aspects
of public life. The press has taught ordinary citizens to consider themselves
part of the wider world and to react to events taking place in it. It is the media
that interpret the most important phenomena and events taking place in the
country and abroad and convey information to the population. The formation
of political culture, economic thinking as the basis for the functioning of
the political system largely depends on them. The media are also a source of
political information, and an intermediary, and a channel of direct information
contact with representatives of the authorities. In addition, they, accumulating

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the experience and will of the community, reflect and form public opinion,
influence not only consciousness, but also actions, group actions of people,
thereby becoming an important component of managing social processes in a
democratic state.

The mass media carry out their role in society by presenting problematic
issues on their pages, discussing them, supporting or condemning various
judgments, views, ideas, proposals for political programs, both individuals
and political parties, government structures, public associations, etc. Thanks
to journalistic investigations, performing the functions of critical analysis and
control, the mass media influence those in power and politicians, forcing them
not only to listen to what the press writes about their actions and themselves,
but also to respond to criticism.

By performing their functions well, the media contribute to the strengthening
of a democratic state and its political institutions. In turn, politicians are interested
in the development of the media, since they need them as a means of disseminating
their ideas, concepts, and views.

The media in developed countries today have enormous opportunities to
influence both public opinion and state institutions. I will give just one example.
In 2003, while part of a delegation of Ukrainian mass media leaders in Canada,
we visited the editorial office of one of the most popular daily newspapers, The
Globe and Mail (Toronto), and witnessed the formation of the next issue of
the publication, including the discussion at a meeting of the editorial board
of the main topics of publications. And we cannot express our surprise when
the next day the traditional 50-minute «warm-up» in the Canadian parliament
began with a discussion of the newspaper’s materials. Deputy Prime Minister
Mr. Gray, in the presence of journalists from electronic and print media, was
forced to give exhaustive answers to the opposition on the issues raised.

It is not without reason that in modern political science the media are
characterized by such sonorous titles as “the eyes and ears of society”, “the
great arbiter”, “the fourth branch of government” (along with the legislative,
executive and judicial branches), “the watchdog of public interests”. The belief
in the omnipotence of the mass media is so great that it is not uncommon
among politicians to think that the one who controls the media controls the
entire country.

These capabilities of the media, against the background of their ever-
increasing penetration into the political sphere, their transformation into one of
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the most important instruments for implementing the political process, cannot

but arouse interest from all players in the political market. Depending on whose
hands they are in, they can be used both for objective and prompt information
of people about real events in the world, their education and upbringing, and for
manipulation in the interests of certain groups of people.

Ideal conditions in the political sphere can be considered a situation when
politicians understand that they are part of civil society and reflect the opinion
of their voters, and the media - the same as part of the same civil society, but
reflecting the opinion of their readers. In other words, the media cover what
politicians do, and politicians in publications read what the people think. Thus,
the media act as an indicator of the interaction between politicians and society. To
perform precisely this function in society, absolutely independent, both from an
economic and political point of view, mass media are needed.

The euphoria of building such relationships in Ukraine passed in the mid-
90s of the last century, when the media was actually structured, and today we
have a media-holding clan-party-oligarchic monopoly on the formation of the
information space in the state. For the most part, these associations are politically
biased and often do not set a goal to make a profit, which is typical of a market
economy, but on the contrary, they invest money even in unprofitable media with
the sole purpose of getting political dividends from it. The rest of the publications
are economically powerless and are forced to become easy prey for big business or
politicians or beggars in state institutions.

All the problems of the media as a political communicator appear most clearly
and vividly during elections. It is then that you can see the level of dependence of
a particular media outlet on a certain political force, business structure, and really
determine their influence on political processes. The election campaign is considered
a litmus test of the level of freedom of speech and the democratic nature of society.

A necessary condition for the formation of a democratic state based on the
rule of law is multi-party system. It allows for a more complete consideration
of the interests of all citizens in state policy and contributes to the stable and
dynamic development of society. According to the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine,
as of November 2010, 185 political parties were officially registered in Ukraine.
107 political parties participated in the last elections to the Verkhovna Rada, 16
of which became parliamentary®.

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The formation of multi-party system took place in 1990-1995, when the
demarcation took place mainly according to ideological criteria, at the second
stage (1996-1999) — based on the attitude to the political regime, since 2000
socio-cultural factors have become decisive®.

The times of the development of multi-party system coincide with
the beginning of the development of freedom of speech in Ukraine. Some
researchers call it the period of Kravchuk’s «pink» democracy. Ukrainian
publishing houses, media are deprived of communist ideology and are given
the opportunity to write about what they want and publish what they want,
censorship in any form is prohibited. The processes of adopting laws protecting
the interests of the industry are being activated. The information market is
beginning to form.

Havingreceived thelong-awaited freedom of speech, Ukrainian publishing
is somewhat confused. Society, weakened by mass political repressions,
divided along territorial lines and spiritually unprepared for independence,
was unable to replace political elites. High-ranking communist figures
continued to rule not only on the Pechersk hills, but also in most regions of
the country. In 1991, five candidates from new political parties received only
32.24 % of the votes of voters who took part in the vote. Ukrainian society
was not ready to accept freedom as such. This can be partly explained by
its general conservatism and the fact that Ukrainians, on the one hand, are
characterized by detachment from politics and individualism, and on the
other - conformism and «obedience»®.

The same period also saw a technical and technological revolution in
the industry. Editorial offices faced problems with the need to take care of
the printing and material and technical base, distribution, etc. In addition,
Ukraine entered a period of economic crisis, which led to rampant inflation.
As a result, the media, having lost their nomenclature, fell into a new
dependence: state-owned media - on the state, and commercial media -
respectively, on the owners who provided investments in exchange for
supporting their financial and political interests. In this situation, a number
of leading newspapers («Holos Ukrainy», «Molod Ukrainy», «Robitnycha

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Gazeta», «Radyanska Ukraina», «Silski Visti», «Sportivnha Gazeta», etc.)
appealed to the state for help. The government resolution of March 3, 1994,
published for the first time a list of subsidized publications. Thus, the state
used the existing difficulties in its interests, firmly linking the support of
newspaper publishers with the ability to control and direct their activities.

Newspapers and magazines were mostly loyal to the state, and the state, in
turn, reacted quite calmly even to critical speeches. The book publishing
business was busy saturating the scarce market and practically did not
participate in political processes. However, publishing products in the form
of information posters and leaflets were actively used.

Gradual negative changes began to occur with the election of L. Kuchma
as President of Ukraine in 1994. It was during his presidency that not only
publishers but also society felt the presence of censorship, and later - total
control over the media. At the end of 1994, under the cover of regulatory
institutions, state control bodies were created, designed to monitor the
activities of the media. Thus, the Ministry of Press and Information was
created, whose responsibilities included state registration of print media,
keeping records of publishing houses and publishing organizations, printing
enterprises and book distribution, ensuring information security in the press,
protection against disclosure of information, the dissemination of which could
harm the state, consideration of controversial issues related to the provision
and use of information, control over the content of advertising, consideration
of materials intended for movement abroad that may contain state secrets, etc.
But in practice, it was one of the bodies of influence on publishers.

Having created a vertical press service of all executive bodies, the state began
to dose and sift information, reducing the possibilities of access to it.

In 1997, thelaw “On State Support of the Mass Media and Social Protection of
Journalists” was adopted. The authorities divided the journalistic environment,
actually bribing media workers who worked in state and municipal media.
Opposition opinion practically disappeared from the columns of newspapers
and magazines. They fell under direct dependence on the owners of the media,
or rather, on their political views, interests and opportunities. The most
powerful media holdings pursued a pro-presidential policy. Therefore, in fact,
in each media outlet there were topics for criticism and those that could not be

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touched. This unwritten rule was violated only during periods of aggravation
of the political struggle between the president and parliament, between the
president and the opposition, during parliamentary and presidential elections.
Problems or misunderstandings between the owner of the media outlet and the
relevant government institutions were almost automatically reflected in one or
another publication. The media outlets were punished for their disobedience
by closure, numerous inspections by various regulatory bodies, blocking of
bank accounts, refusal of printing houses to print copies, and even confiscation
of finished copies’

The editor-in-chief of the Den newspaper, Larisa Ivshyna, frankly spoke about
the specifics of the authorities’ pressure on opposition media outlets in an article
published in the Vechirnyi Kyiv newspaper on December 14, 1999: “In the three
years that I have been at the helm of the newspaper, I have never once received a
call from the authorities demanding to print or not to print this or that material,
to change my position, or to indicate who the newspaper should support and who
to criticize. Now the authorities have other means of pressure or influence on the
opposition press — a tax or fire inspector can legally come to the editorial office
and really mess things up.”

The judicial branch of government was drawn into the political struggle.
Lawsuits by officials against publications for the protection of honor and dignity
with absurdly huge amounts of compensation for moral damages became a
common practice. For example, in 1995, the newspaper “Evening Kyiv” was
simultaneously a defendant in 9 lawsuits for such claims and did not win any
of them® [153, p. 242] Another example is the newspaper “Vseukrainskie
Vedomosti” ceased publication, having satisfied an absurd lawsuit for the
protection of honor and dignity with an enormous amount of compensation
for moral damages - 3.5 million hryvnias. In the last issue of the newspaper,
the editorial staft wrote: “We are being squeezed from all sides: the account is
blocked, we are unable to pay for paper, printing, delivery. The threat to the
safety and even the lives of the editorial staff has become real (the day before,
on March 22, 1998, unknown persons threw bottles with incendiary mixture at
the editorial office premises — author’s italics). The only thing left for us in this
situation is to suspend the publication of the newspaper”.

In general, according to the Union of Journalists of Ukraine and the Com-
mittee of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on Freedom of Speech and
Information, in 1999 alone, 2,258 lawsuits were filed against the media, which
contained demands to pay the plaintiffs over 90 billion UAH, which is almost
three times the State Budget of Ukraine.

Well-known and high-profile examples of violations of the law regarding the
media are: the cessation of the publication of «Silskie Vesti», the closure of the

newspaper «Politika», the arrest and seizure of the circulations of the newspapers
«Svoboda», «Tovarysh», «Ukrainian Bourgeois Nationalist», the arbitrariness of
tax officials regarding the newspaper «Vechernye Vesti», the temporary cessation
of the publication of «Pravda Ukrainy». The newspaper «Politika» has become a
permanent participant in legal proceedings

«... In Ukraine, with the participation of executive authorities, as well as
the Prosecutor General’s Office of Ukraine and some courts, the practice of
persecuting opposition and other mass media outlets critical of executive
authorities, and their leaders, is spreading... Political censorship is actually
carried out in various ways,» the Resolution of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine
«On the Activities of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine and Other State
Authorities in Ensuring Freedom of Speech, Meeting the Information Needs
of Society and Developing the Information Sphere in Ukraine» of February 16,
1999 stated. during the «Government Day» on information issues in the
Verkhovna Rada’.

It was during the mid-1990s that there was an increase in cases of intimidation,
beatings and even murders of unwanted journalists. (According to the Union of
Journalists of Ukraine, since August 1991, 38 journalists have died in Ukraine,
whose deaths are attributed to their professional activities.)

Socio-political groups, united by financial and industrial interests, headed
mainly by representatives of regional elites, began to organize themselves into
political organizations for the convenience of lobbying their interests. Almost
every such group founded or bought mass media that would defend its positions.
The number of its own mass media became a kind of argument in the struggle for
the favor of the heads of state. The media, which were under the influence of these
structures, were forced to praise or at least not to praise the owner or sponsor and

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strongly criticized opponents, thus turning into hostages and a means of struggle
between clans. Ordered articles, a «war of compromising materials», mutual
accusations became everyday life. Divided on different sides of the barricades,
journalists were forced to either accept these rules of the game or leave political
journalism for other fields in order to save face.

Any regrouping in the Ukrainian political arena, as if in a mirror, is
necessarily reflected in the media. The media are actually turning into an
instrument of political struggle, manipulation technologies of the authorities,
political parties, financial and industrial groups. Even formally independent
newspapers were clearly influenced by individual politicians and parties
(“Den” - the entourage of Ye. Marchuk, “Silski Visti” - the team of O. Moroz,
“Chas-Time” - the national democrats led by V. Chornovol and others). Serving
narrow-group and even personal interests, focusing on supporting individual
politicians, instead of being the “fourth power”, expressing the interests of civil
society in its interaction with the state, the national press is losing its authority.
People prefer the local press and the proven programs of “Radio Liberty”, BBC
and “Voice of America” in Soviet times.

Often, during conflicts between branches of government, the media not
only failed to play the role of a stabilizing factor in Ukrainian society, but, on
the contrary, contributed to the aggravation of the confrontation. “Black PR” was
distributed in millions of copies, pseudo-publications often appeared, as happened
with the newspaper of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine “Holos Ukrainy”, when
on November 29, 1999, under its name, a so-called special free issue with a fake
provocative appeal of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to the citizens of Ukraine
was printed in a huge circulation.

In general, after the parliamentary elections of 1998 and the presidential
elections of 1999, the control of the executive branch over the media became
even tighter. The Presidential Administration took full control of all information
flows in Ukraine, and “temniki” appeared - unofficial, closed directives to
the media leadership, which contained detailed instructions on how to cover
political events in Ukraine in the news, in what tone to present this or that
information.

Already during this period, the publishing industry joined the political
struggle. Mass editions of publications with a programmed political basis of both
a positive and critical nature were printed (works by D. Chobot, O. Shekhovtsov,
K. Bondarenko, V. Chemerys, V. Skachko, and others). Individual party leaders
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resorted to book production to promote their ideas. Brochures with party or bloc
programs were published.
The practice of the media included a system of “incentives” either to

publications or directly to journalists for creating a positive image of politics,
business, sports teams and their leaders on the pages of newspapers. Which
is generally contrary to the basic principles of the profession. The example of
journalists from Germany is illustrative. In May 2007, in Kyiv, to honor the
memory of the football players of Kyiv “Dynamo” who died during the war
(the tragic “match of death”), a friendly game was held between Ukrainian and
German media workers, represented by the newspaper “Der Spiegel”. Given
the significance of the event, the German Bundeswehr allocated a plane to
transport German journalists. But the journalists flew in on a regular plane at
their own expense. As the head of the delegation, Mr. Sontheimer, explained:
“Our journalistic ethics do not allow us to take any steps that could later be
interpreted as dependence on anyone.” That’s how it should be for us.

The 2002 parliamentary elections in Ukraine for the first time demonstrated
the possibility of victory not of a communist or leftist idea, but of a democratic
force. The new political class needed its own information channels, which led
to the transformation and even development of the media market in Ukraine.
State media increasingly lost the trust of readers, and therefore their traditional
importance for the authorities. They were replaced by the most rated business
media projects, which were also completely controlled by the authorities,
but had a much larger readership, and therefore had much more attractive
opportunities in the political struggle. The positive tone of their publications
regarding the institutions of power and the negative tone regarding the
rapidly advancing opponents remained unchanged. At the same time, in 2002,
journalists dared to openly declare the pressure on the media and the actual
destruction of freedom of speech in Ukraine. A movement began for the right
to a profession, independence of the media.

On the eve of the 2004 elections manipulative technologies were already
being implemented centrally, through the system of the same «temniki»,
but not only, as was the case in 2002, in the media controlled by one party,
but also in all electronic and print publications, of all forms of ownership,
controlled by the regime.

Open political advertising was absent in the national and especially
regional media during August-September. Instead, the pro-government
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candidate was advertised under various informational pretexts. Special
methods, according to the monitoring conducted by the NGO «Europe XXI
Foundation», were used in regional media. In circulation publications and
on TV channels, there were frequent cases when the editorial staff received
«wholesale» cash from certain individuals in the amount of payment for
political advertising from other candidates with the condition that such
advertising would not appear. 2004 became the peak of the «era of control»
and «unity of disinformation policy»'.

However, the situation was significantly different from previous election
races. A number of independent publications, in particular, such a popular
newspaper as «Dzerkalo Tyzhnia», won the respect of readers for their
impartiality, serious analysis of materials, frankness of judgments and
impartiality, and became centers of trust. Cities and villages were covered with
political posters, leaflets, the content of which, often, was not only far from
elementary principles of morality, but also simply violated constitutional norms.

The turbulent events of the fall of 2004 divided the media, as well as the
entire society. The Association of Periodical Publishers stated that during the
election campaign there were facts of deviation from professional standards
of balance and impartiality in covering political events in Ukraine: «Some
publications embarked on the path of inciting radical sentiments of the
electorate, bordering on sharp political intolerance. Such publications cast a
shadow over the entire domestic press and undermine the trust of the majority
of readers.”"!

Analyzing the role of Ukrainian media in the 2004-2006 election campaigns,
we can conclude that they were much more involved in their course than in
their provision, which did not allow them to fulfill their main function of high-
quality, pluralistic and unbiased information to consumers of information,
to provide voters with the information necessary to make a conscious choice
possible. Often, the role of the media was reduced to the role of a powerful
technological component of the agitation and advertising campaigns of certain
political forces, and not as an independent player in the political field.

According to a survey by the Center for Political Studies of participants
in the protest action in Kyiv, the motivation for participation in them was
characterized as follows: falsification of election results — 41.18 %; rejection of

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the existing realities of life in Ukraine - 32.09 %; desire to build a democratic
society in Ukraine of the European model - 20.86 %. The most active supporters
of reforms were entrepreneurs (66.67 %) and employees of private firms

(47.83 %). 60 % of whom had the highest income among those surveyed -
over 1000 UAH. per month'%. This indicates that the middle class, interested
in political stability, highly appreciating freedom and human rights, inclined
to compromise and reconciliation of political poles, having moderate political
demands, fairly high competence and activity in making electoral and political
decisions, has intervened in politics. The middle class plays a significant
political, stabilizing role in the state. Small and medium-sized businesses, of
which the publishing business is a part, belong to this group.

Interestingly, the largest group of protesters was made up of those who have
from 100 to 500 books in their library — 31.18 %, a significant group was made
up of participants who have more than 500 books in their libraries - 22.04 %.
That is, the share of those who have more than 100 books in their home library
was — 53.22 %". These data indicate not only the formally high educational level
of the participants in the action, but also that these people are characterized by
conscious, independent behavior, which is a product of training and independent
work on increasing their own educational level.

During the elections, the press literally changed before our eyes. Participants
in a round table held in mid-December in Kyiv, dedicated to the role of the
media in the conduct of elections, stated that Ukrainian journalists should
always be critical of the authorities. The editor-in-chief of the weekly «Dzerkalo
Tyzhnia» V. Mostovy said in his speech that the media «should be a spy for the
people in power.» In his opinion, journalists should be critical of the actions
of the authorities: «No matter who comes to power, I know that we will still be
in opposition.» The president of the Academy of the Ukrainian Press V. Ivanov
made a similar statement: «If we do not clap our hands and do not beat the
authorities on the head, then everything will remain as before, only the name
of the president will change.»"

The slogans of the Maidan to revive freedom of speech, protect journalists,
reveal all high-profile cases, and clear away all the «trash» that had accumulated
during the previous government were gladly supported by the publishing

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community - a new stage of its development had begun. The newly elected
President promised that he and his government would ensure transparency,
honesty, and competitiveness of the information space of Ukraine.

Many journalists and researchers note that it was in the period from the
end of 2004 that real freedom of the press began, and with it the development
of democracy in Ukraine. The Orange Revolution, which swept through the
squares of Ukrainian cities and souls, was the beginning of the end of the
technology of the «temniki». Owners, editors, journalists felt free for the
first time in recent years. They stopped following the illegal and immoral
instructions of state and party bodies. And no one sent these «comments»
anymore. And most importantly, why would one want to believe that no one
would follow these instructions anymore'”.

After decades of distrust, citizens began to gradually change their attitude
towards Ukrainian publishers, and primarily towards the media, and believed
that the pages of publications could contain truthful information. The society
itself, which had breathed a breath of freedom, also changed.

But, once again, the feeling of euphoria did not last long. Having
destroyed centralized censorship, the state did not go further. Empty promises
remained: the denationalization of the press, the legislative consolidation
of the independence of journalists and editorial teams from the owners,
the transparency of media ownership, the creation of conditions for the
economic independence of publishing houses, etc. In this situation, some
returned to old traditions, already singing along with the new authorities and
new political forces, while others disappeared altogether, unable to withstand
the competition.

So, what remained was the censorship of the owner, which in one way or
another controls editorial policy, realizing certain clan oligarchic interests. But the
state did not really like this either, since not all media magnates were supporters
of the new authorities. A proven method was used — encouragement and support
for state and municipal media.

Clashes in the columns of publications between the government and the
opposition, within the government and the opposition, between financial
and industrial groups are often perceived by Ukrainians as freedom of speech.
According to the human rights organization Freedom House, Ukraine ranked

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115th out of 195 in the world freedom of speech ranking, with negative trends:
from 92nd in 2007 to 115th in 2009'.
The influence of the media on the political struggle in 2009-2010 was not

much different from the previous ones. The same filth, the same division into
friends and strangers, the same dependence on the owner and the absence of
one’s own position, the practical absence of influence and control over the
mass media by the public. Money rules the day again. Among the differences:
the political confrontation took place not only along the line of “government —
opposition’;, it also took place between the centers of power - the president and
the prime minister; even greater disillusionment among citizens about the future;
widespread use of the Internet. The press remained in demand in small towns
and especially villages, because here the share of Internet users, according to a
study conducted in February 2009 by Gemius Ukraine, was only 6 % of the entire
Ukrainian Internet audience'.

The new and old authorities were in no hurry to solve the existing prob-
lems in the publishing industry. However, the desire to dominate the infor-
mation space did notdisappear. The facts of pressure on writers and withdrawal
of book editions became regrettable. As happened with the book by the
famous Ukrainian writer M. Matios “Torn Pages from an Autobiography”,
which, by the way, was recognized as the “Book of the Year - 2010”. It seemed
that the authorities were not averse to returning to the usual methods of
the late 90s. Lawsuits against newspapers (“Kyiv Post”, online publication
“Oglyad’, etc.) from the “powerful of this world” to protect honor and dignity
in court again appeared.

According to a sociological survey conducted by the Research & Branding
Group company in 24 regions of Ukraine and Crimea in December 2010, more
than half of Ukrainians (51 %) were convinced that there is a threat to freedom of
speech in Ukraine. The objectivity of information provision in the media, in their
opinion, is influenced by the political views of the owner - 53.6 %, censorship
by the authorities — 38 % and self-censorship of the journalist - 10.6 %. 56 % of
Ukrainians generally trusted the media and 38.5 % did not. 37 % of respondents
received information from local media. 48.6 % of respondents agreed with the

statement that the information field of Ukraine is a real reflection of the situation

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in the country, while 20.3 % disagreed'®. So. the authorities changed, but the
problems remained. It turned out that the elimination of the state monopoly, the
introduction of private ownership of the mass media, the abolition of political
censorship — processes are certainly necessary for a democratic state, but they are
not sufficient to speak of the independence of the media.

According to the Windhoek Declaration (adopted by the UNESCO General
Conference in 1991 and the International Federation of Journalists in Montreal
in 1992), “by an independent press we mean a press that is independent of
governmental, political or economic control, as well as of control of the materials
and infrastructure necessary for the production and distribution of newspapers,
magazines and periodicals... By a pluralistic press we mean the end of any
monopoly and the existence of as many newspapers, magazines and periodicals
as possible, reflecting as wide a range of views as possible in society.” In addition,
the declaration states that, according to Article 19 of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, “the establishment, support and strengthening of an independent,
pluralistic and free press are essential for the development and promotion of
democracy and economic development in a country”".

Based on the previous analysis, it can be stated that the media can be
independent, and therefore capable of being independent players in the political
struggle and fulfilling their main purpose, only under two circumstances: the first
is the presence of legal and social mechanisms that will exclude the possibility of
manipulating the media; the second is the creation of public media, the owner of
which will be the entire society, which will provide all the material needs of the
publishing house at the expense of public funding, and will allow journalists to
work in the interests of society as a whole.

Only under such circumstances can the media become a full-fledged link in
the political system. And the very emergence of public media will force the rest of
the media to restructure, will lead to a weakening of journalists’ dependence on
their owners, and will serve to democratize the press.
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
